Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Thursday, July 26th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman.  Trustees absent were Leslie Ideker and Theresa Muth.  The minutes of the July 9th and 16th meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  The motion carried.

Items discussed for the municipal bar were the financials, responsibilities of the bar manager and the air purifier.

The board wanted to know if our old software would be transferred to these computers or if the prices included new software.  The finance officer will investigate it.  
The bar manager is interested in a Trac Phone for business use.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to purchase the trac phone and purchase a double minutes card.  The motion carried.   The bar manager will be responsible for purchasing the minutes. 
The quotes for the shed were discussed. 

Toby Brown from SECOG will be present at the next Planning and Zoning meeting and is requesting that the City Board be present at the meeting. 

A sales person from the Christmas Light place was wondering if we needed Christmas lights this year.  The finance officer will include them in the budget request this year. 

Street lights were discussed. 

Storage at the Humboldt Community Center was discussed.  Ritchy indicted that something needs to be done because he needs storage for his chemicals.  They should not be stored in the mechanical room.  He indicated that the design is not very user friendly because there is not enough storage.   

Ritchy also submitted a bill for the thermostat covers. 

Topkote is starting to stock pile rock for the chip sealing.  That should start the first week of August.  

The 2008 Second Chance Rescue agreement was submitted for approval.  The rates have gone up; however the contract is still for an hourly charge not an annual fee.  After discussion a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the renewal of the 2008 contract with Second Chance Rescue.  The motion carried. 

Sidewalks with black walnut trees adjacent to them need to be cleaned off to avoid injury to walkers.  
Summer fun day was discussed.
