Having some school organizations or church organization run them as a fun raiser was discussed.  The school and churches will be contacted.  We also still do not have all the teams covered for coaching. 

The bar financials were reviewed.  Sunday sales were discussed. A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to not have the bar open on Sunday’s any more and discuss it again before football season starts.  The motion carried. 

The quote for duct work cleaning was submitted.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to table the duct work cleaning quote.  The motion carried. 

Bar hours for full time employees were discussed. Full time employees must have a minimum of 32 hours per week.  The advertisement for a bar manager has been sent to the paper and applications will be reviewed at the next meeting.

Promotions to increase sales at the bar were discussed. More advertising need to be done for Karaoke’s.  Selling beer at the car show discussed. 

The Tour Dekota is coming through Humboldt on June 12th, 2007. Letters will be sent to local businesses and churches to see if any one would like to set up a booth to promote the Town of Humboldt.  

The 4th of July Celebration will be run by the Amateur Ball team this year.  Beer sales for the day were discussed. 
The indemnification agreement for the car show was reviewed.  It will be sent to Mike at Impact Auto for signing.

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to change the next regular meeting from Monday, April 23rd to Tuesday, April 24th due to a School events conflict.  The motion carried. 

The Resolution for the Proposed Resolution of Necessity was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the Resolution for the Proposed Resolution of Necessity and hold the public hearing on Tuesday, April 24th.  The motion carried. 
Don Boll has received a Drinking Water Certificate of Achievement Award from DENR.  Congratulations Donnie! 

Additional four foot tables for the Humboldt Community Center were discussed.  Also, the scrubber that was traded in to Hillyard for credit on supplies is now needed to up keep the floors.  Hillyard has made repairs to the scrubber and is requesting $973.59 to buy is back.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to offer them $600.00 for the refurbished machine.  The motion carried.

Chip sealing streets and the repair of 6th Ave east to Ford St. was discussed.
The utility manager requested that the City look into purchasing our own Mosquito Fogger.  The cost of the same brand of fogger that Hartford has is $7100.00.  The city did not budget for a fogger this year.  It will be included in next year’s budget and the Department of Health will be contacted regarding grants for equipment. 

Clean up day is scheduled for May 5th, 2007.  

The election to be held on April 10th, 2007 was discussed. 

Cell phones for the City and Fire Department were discussed.  The contract was up in March.  Quotes have been received from both Alltel and Verizon Wireless.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the cell phone contract renewal until the next meeting.  The motion carried. 
Another tent for summer events was discussed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to purchase a tent from Sam’s for $199.00 and pick up 3 more four foot table for the Community Center.  The motion carried.

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (e-mail attached)
