City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, July 9th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp.  Trustees absent were Leslie Ideker and Jeff Kaufman.  Pete Jaros was present from the Sheriff’s Department. 

The minutes of the May 11th, 13th and 27th meetings were all reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes. The motion carried. 

The public hearing for the Temporary Liquor License for the American Legion was held.  The license will be for the day of July 28th, 2007.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the Temporary License.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to move the Raffle Drawing to the end of the meeting.  The motion carried. 

Dave Froke and Mike Smith arrived at 7:15 p.m.  

Items discussed for the bar included the walk in cooler, beer for the car show and street dance and hiring extra help for that day.  The financials for the month have not been completed yet.  

Other items discussed for the bar were off sale price increases and stopping two-fers for the next two weekends, until the car show is over.  

There was no new information on the Water Project. 

The summer fun day meeting will be held on Monday, July 16th, 2007.

Pete Jaros was present to discuss additional security for the car show.  The sheriff’s department will have additional employees on that day; however thought there should be other security for the car show.  The fire department and EMT’s will be contacted to see if they would help with security.  
Dave wanted to know if the board was going to allow at Tattoo Artist to have a booth the day of the car show.  Dave indicated that the booth would be in doors and located at Tuschen Taxidermy that day.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to allow the Tattoo Artist to have a booth the day of the car show.  The motion carried. 
Dave was also present to discuss the EMT’s on the day of the car show.  They have checked on a golf cart with a back board to maneuver easier in the crowds for emergencies and that is $100.00 for the day.  Dave was wondering if the city could chip in to pay for it.  

The signs for the park and summer fun days were discussed.  Two quotes were received for the signs.  The quote from Dakota Printing was in the amount of $95.65 and the other was from Fast Signs in the amount of $376.20.  The board indicated that we need to verify that the Dakota Printing amount was for all nine signs, if so, go with them. 
Emergency routes through town the day of the car show and parking were discussed. 

The resolution to allow alcohol consumption on Main Street and 6th Ave during the car show was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to table the resolution until the meeting on the 16th, 2007.  The motion carried. 

Toby Brown will be at the next board meeting on July 23rd. 

Ritchy was wondering who is using the kitchen because the garbage is not being taken out and the floor is not being swept.  It was determined that the American Legion is using the kitchen after their meetings.  Dave Froke will talk to them about the two issues. 

Pat Siemonsma arrived at 7:55 p.m. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to table the quotes for the shed at the ball diamond.  The motion carried. 

Items discussed for Pressler Park included upgrading the sign, signs for the bathrooms, and the light outside of the bathrooms. 

Experience Work and Ordinance updates were discussed. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to table the Second Chance Rescue Centers Agreement.  The motion carried. 

Permanent Camp Sites were discussed. A request was received regarding guidelines for Camp Sites. That item is not addressed in the Planning and Zoning Ordinances.  Pat Siemonsma was present to express his disapproval of allowing a campsite adjacent to an establishment that has a liquor license.  Toby a SECOG will be sending over an update to the Planning and Zoning Ordinances for the Camp Site issue. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the bills, financials and payroll until the meeting on the 16th of July.  The motion carried.
