Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, August 13th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Jeff Kaufman, and Ritchy Griepp.  Others present were Kira Schmeichel, Todd Meierhenry and Bob Neilson.  

The minutes of the July 26th, 2007 meeting was reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Randy Davidson and Ralph Tuschen arrived at 7:05 p.m.  
Open discussion was held.  Items discussed included the car show, fun day, and the Daycare Center. 

Items discussed for the bar included financials and a computer. 

The bar manager was unable to attend the meeting.  A special meeting has been scheduled for Thursday, August 16, 2007 at 7:30 p.m.  to discuss the bar managers responsibilities and to pass the resolution transferring the Daycare to the Housing and Redevelopment Commission.  
Bob Nielson from B&A Computers was present to discuss the replacement of the hard drive at the Municipal Bar.  He indicated that since the computer at the bar is used less than the finance office computers, he would replace one of the computers in the office and move the older hard drive to the bar.  The cost of the new computer would be $650.00 installed and operable. After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the purchase of the $650.00 computer and have it placed in the finance office.  The motion carried. 

The car show and street dance were discussed.  Kira Schmeichel indicated that the way the parade was handled this year went well. Chairman Schmeichel submitted a rough break down of the profit and loss statement for both the car show and the street dance.  Although both had a good turn out, the city did not profit from the event.  Thank You Cards will be sent out to all of the individuals and businesses that helped with both the car show and the street dance.

Items to address for next years show were blocking off the streets, parking, emergency routes, and where the vendors and food booths should be placed.  The show will be discussed in more detail at the regular meeting on August, 27th, 2007.  
Randy Davidson and Ralph Tuschen left at 7:30 p.m.  

The resolution for the transfer of the daycare was discussed with the attorney.  

Todd Meierhenry and Bob Nielson left at 7:35 p.m. 

The quotes for the shed at the ball diamonds were discussed.  Two quotes were received, however after discussion; the Scott’s Lumber quote was pulled.  Therefore the only quote on the table was from Triple J Lumber in the amount of $2623.46 for materials only.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the quote from Triple J Lumber in the amount of $2623.46.  The motion carried. 

Payment request number two for KHC Construction for the Water Project was submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the payment request in the amount of $209,231.10.  The motion carried. 
The Consolidated Grant reimbursement request was submitted for approval.  The amount of the request was $2086.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the Consolidated Grant reimbursement request.  The motion carried. 

Change order number two was submitted for approval.  After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to table the change order until Thursday, August 16th, 2007.  The motion carried. 
Items discussed for the Community Center were a floor scrubber and having the floor stripped and waxed. 

The streets will be chip sealed this week.  One request was to have all the residents on the streets that are being chip sealed, informed prior to the chip seal taking place. 

The bills, financial and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mails attached)
The finance officer will have a rough draft of the 2008 budget ready for review at the August 27th, 2008 meeting.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 p.m.  The motion carried.
