Humboldt Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, August 27th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp, Jeff Kaufman and Leslie Ideker.  Others present were Chad Bachmann from Banner Associates and Don Boll the Utility Manager.   
The minutes of the August 13th, 2007 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Open discussion was then held.  The Centennial books have been received and are available at the finance office, Museum and the Library.  
The Amateur Ball team and the ball diamond were discussed. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to move the Water Project and the Township Building after open discussion.  
Bryon Hahn arrived at 7:10 p.m. and Ken Sieverding arrived at 7:15 p.m. 

Chad Bachmann from Banner Associates was present to discuss the progress on the water projects.  The demolition of the interior piping of the pump house and filling the clear wells with sand was discussed.  The contractor has indicated that he would give the City a $2500.00 credit if that were to be removed from the project.  After discussion it was determined that the work indicated is worth more than $2500.00.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to renegotiate the credit amount for the work and if the contractor is not willing to allow more of a credit for the work, than the demolition in the original contract would go on as scheduled.  The motion carried. 

The asphalt on 6th Avenue to repair the cut that the contractors made to hook into the 8 inch main on the North side of the street was discussed. The repair is $4000.00.  After discussion a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to not repair the road with the asphalt and take the $4000.00 credit.  The motion carried. 

Chad Bachmann left at 7:45 p.m.  

Ken Sieverding was present to discuss the replacement of the Township Building and where they would like it located.  They would like to keep the building on the same property it is currently on and would like a lease from the city for the use of the property.  The building will be approximately 36x50. The finance officer will contact the Attorney.  
Ken Sieverding left at 8:00 p.m. 

The Humboldt Municipal Bar was discussed.   More promotions need to be done and advertising needs to increase to increase sales at the bar.  Painting the bar, new flooring and additional lighting were discussed.  The board indicated that it did not have a problem with painting the bar and would get quotes for flooring and lighting.  
The Summer Fun Day meeting was discussed.  Mike Fokken has not returned the finance offices e-mails on a date and when he would have final numbers.  When he indicates a date, all of the people involved will be contacted.  Bryon Hahn was present for the Summer Fun Day meeting.  He indicated that he was disappointed that the vendors were allowed to be out on the street and that the parade should go by the park next year. 

Faith Lutheran Church Parking lot was discussed. 
No information was available on the scrubber or the stripping and waxing of the HCC. 

The utility manager gave his report. 

The 2008 budget ordinance was handed out for review.  The first public hearing will be on September 10th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.  

The 2008 Front Foot Resolution was submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the resolution.  The motion carried.  (E-mail attached)
