City Board Minutes 

The Humboldt City board met in regular session on Monday, January 8th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Others present included Todd Meierhenry the City Attorney, Pat Siemonsma, Virginia Mathieu Smith, Ken Mathieu, Glenn Chance, Ed Begeman and Joni Langley.  
The minutes of the December meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

The floor was open to discussion.  Items discussed included the Game, Fish and Parks Grant, the $500.00 grant received from Citigroup, the Car Show and the Summer Ball program meetings.  

Joni Langley and Ed Begeman were present to discuss the Municipal Bar.  Mike Smith and Brenden Callenius have been hired.  Annie Schmahl, Tricia Smith and Cindy Gunderson have all agreed to come back and work a few hours a month.  The bar still needs more permanent help.  
A check cashing machine was discussed to eliminate the return checks completely.  Quotes will be obtained.  

Bar policies were reviewed.  The changes will be made and the policies will be approved at the January 22nd, 2007 meeting. 

Other items discussed included signers for the bar bank accounts, missing tabs, new menus, inventory software and final paychecks for Sonja and Nicole Ahlquist.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve Sonja and Nicole Ahlquist’s final paycheck distribution. The motion carried.  Ed and Joni left at 7:45 p.m.
Selling or leasing the bar was discussed.  Quotes for an appraisal will be obtained. 

Ken Mathieu, Virginia Smith and Glenn Chance were all present to discuss the request by the city to clean the trees out of the road right of way on Ford Street. The original deadline for the clean up was April 15th, 2007.  Mr. Mathieu requested that the deadline be extended.  The board agreed to extend the deadline for tree removal to June 15th, 2007.

Front Foot street assessments and traffic on Ford St were discussed.  The attorney indicated that to place stop signs on Ford Street an Ordinance would need to be past and he would forward a draft to the finance officer for the next meeting. 

The water project was discussed.  DENR has approved the additional funding.  A letter from DENR will be sent to the City Attorney and the City of Humboldt approving the funding and to proceed with the project. 

The utility manager was present to discuss trading in the Pay loader and the city truck.  To trade up on the pay loader would be $38,500.00 plus $1500.00 for the 5 year warrantee.  The board requested information on leasing a new pay loader.  The utility manager will get the numbers together.  The pick up will not be traded this year. 

The cost of the Dump Truck engine overhauling was discussed. 

The finance officer submitted the Natural Gas Agreement Extension for approval.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the agreement for the extension.  The motion carried. 

A petition was received from 38 Special requesting that Stofferahn Street be asphalted.  Highway 38 has had improvements done to it this past year.  The finance officer will contact DOT to see if additional work is planned on HWY 38 east and to see if asphalting Stofferahn Street can be included in the project. 
Surplus property, the DOT Right of Way property and the sewer designation were discussed. 

Condemning certain properties in the City was discussed.  The State Building Inspector will be contacted. 

An application for Janitor was received from Ritchy Griepp.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to hire Ritchy Griepp on a 90 day probationary period.  The motion carried. 

The bills, payroll and financials were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried.  (E-Mails Attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m.  The motion carried.
