Humboldt City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, May 29th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:05 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman.  

The minutes of the May 14th, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Hiring a bar manager, selling the bar and possibly leasing the bar were all discussed. It was decided that interviews would be scheduled with the individuals that responded to the ad for the bar manager.  

Daily sales for the bar were discussed.  The day to day sales for each till will be compiled and a report will be submitted at the next meeting. 

A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Kaufman to amend the agenda to add Change Orders number one for Bid Schedules number one and two.  The motion carried. 

The change order number one for bid schedule number one is to extend the completion date from August 1st, 2007 to September 1st, 2007.  The change order number one for bid schedule number two is to extend the completion date from August 15th, 2007 to September 15, 2007, and to approve two additional mobilizations in the amount of $500.00 each.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve both change orders.  The motion carried. 

Pay down request number three for the Consolidated Grant and the State Revolving Fund Loan were both submitted for approval.  The Consolidated Grant pay down is in the amount of $267.00 for engineering costs and the State Revolving Fund Loan pay down is in the amount of $880.00 also for engineering costs.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to approve the pay down requests for the Consolidated Grant the State Revolving Fund Loan.  The motion carried. 

The summer fun day, car show and street dance were discussed.  
The quote to sod the area around the picnic shelter was submitted for approval.  The quote was for $2200.00 delivered and installed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the sodding quote.  The motion carried. 
The vandalism at the park was discussed. 

The sidewalk at the picnic shelter has been completed. 

The matting of 6th street was discussed.  The finance officer will review the finances for the 2nd Penny to see if we can do the project with our funds or if assessments and additional funding will need to be investigated. 

Summer help was discussed. 

Faith Lutheran parking lot on the North side of their property was discussed.  The board would like to draw up an agreement for the church so that the City can use that end of the property for additional parking for City events.  An agreement will been drawn up and presented to the Faith Lutheran Board on June 12th, 2007.  

The claims that were approved at the May 14th, 2007 meeting were discussed.  Due to computer problems at the Finance Office, they were not in the paper with the minutes.  They appeared in the May 31st, 2007 paper.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 p.m.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Muth, Kaufman and Ideker voting yes and Griepp abstaining.  
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
