City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in special session on Monday, July 16th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp and Leslie Ideker.  Jeff Kaufman was absent.

The first order of business was the Resolution R-07-09-07-01 regarding the sale of alcohol on Main Street and 6th Avenue on July 28th.  The resolution was read.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the resolution.  The floor was open for discussion.  Trustee Griepp indicated that he felt it was a big mistake to allow individuals to wander the street with alcohol; the beer should be contained to a beer garden.  The motion was then voted on. After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to have the purifier placed in the bar on a trial basis.  The motion carried. 

Bryan Hahn arrived at 7:15 p.m.  and Tom Kaffar arrived at 7:25 p.m.

The hard drive in the computer at the bar crashed last week.  Bob Neilson indicated that he had a spare and would charge $250.00 for the unit.  The board questioned guarantees and warrantees on the computer.  Bob will be contacted for more information. 

Capitan Hoekman was present to discuss additional security for the Car Show.  The fire department and EMT’s have been contacted and agreed to help with security that day.  

The golf cart for the EMT’s is $69.00 for the day.  Tom asked if the City or Impact Auto would be willing to pay for the cart.  Mike indicated that they would be glad to pay for the cart.  

Fire lanes, parking and emergency routes will be maintained. 

Tom is checking on a misting tent for cooling down. 

 Ed Begeman was present for the Postal Service.  He is the Saturday Carrier and wanted to make sure that he would not be obstructed in delivering the mail that day.  He suggested that the post master be contacted to see if the in town deliveries could be done in the morning instead of in the after noon.  The post master will be contacted. 
All vendors need to contact Mike Fokken at Impact Auto to discuss where they can be located. 
Food vending will be done by local businesses and churches.  
There will be a tractor show at Luden’s Implement, contact Cory Goehring for details. 
The time frame for the band set up was discussed.  There should not be an issue with the early set up and the cars exiting town.

Picnic tables, tables and folding chairs were discussed. 

The type of beer to be sold outside the street dance was discussed.  It was decided that 16oz cans would be served.  

The sale of the raffle tickets was discussed. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to charge the American Legion $100.00 per keg for the day of the car show. 

The meeting on the 23rd will need to be moved to the 26th.  Toby Brown from SECOG will be contacted to reschedule his meeting. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to table the Second Chance Rescue Agreement.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to table the quote on the shed.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to table the financials.  The motion carried. 

The bills and payroll were reviewed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the bills and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached) 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to add Humboldt Community Center deposits to the agenda.  The motion carried. 

It was discussed that the deposits should be deposited immediately from now on to verify that the check is good.  We have had some problems in the past where damage was done to the community center and when the deposit check was deposited, it was returned for NSF.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to change the process for deposit checks and have them deposited immediately.  The motion carried. 
The election to be held on August 7th was discussed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to move the election from August 7th to September 11th, 2007.  The motion carried. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
