Special City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in special session on Wednesday, June 13th, 2007 for the purpose of interviewing applicants for the bar manager position and completing business from the June 11th, 2007 regular meeting.  

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker and Ritchy Griepp.  Member absent was Jeff Kaufman.  Others present were Marti Sidel and Bob Zirpel.  Chairman Schmeichel called the meeting in to executive session at 7:05 p.m. for the interview process.  Chairman Schmeichel reconvened the meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Zirpel and Sidel left at 8:00 p.m.

After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to hire Mike Smith as the bar manager effective July 2nd, 2007.  The motion carried. 

Pay request number one for KHC Construction for the water project was submitted for approval.  Banner Associates has indicated that the project is on schedule for the completion deadlines.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve pay request number one to KHC Construction in the amount of $81,108.90.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to add Jen Olson’s resignation to the agenda.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to accept Jen Olson’s resignation.  The motion carried.   

A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to hire Julie Kueter as assistant finance officer effective July 2nd, 2007 at $9.70 per hour plus benefits.  The motion carried. 

Peddler’s licenses and temporary liquor licenses were discussed.  The peddler’s licenses are not a problem.  After discussion with the city attorney and Carol Logan of the Department of Revenue, it was determined that no temporary liquor licenses could be issued to businesses that already have liquor licenses.  The process would involve a transfer from the current location to Main Street or 6th Avenue and then back to the original location.  This process would cost $300.00.  Temporary liquor licenses can only be issued to civic, charitable, educational or fraternal organizations in conjunction with a special event. 
After a review of the State Laws, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to have the Municipal Bar sell all off location beer.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the transfer of the liquor license from the Humboldt Community Center at 201 S Main St to Pressler Park at 200 W 6th Avenue.  The motion carried. 

Muth and Ideker pick out the blow up toys for summer fun days. 

The extension of the tree removal deadline from June 15th to July 15th 2007 was agreed upon.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table selling the bar.  The motion carried. 

6th Avenue street repair was discussed.  The pot holes must be fixed.  The utility manager will do that as soon as possible. 
The elected official’s workshop in Brandon was discussed.  Ideker, Schmeichel and Griepp will attend. 

The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.   After review a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to approve the bills, financial and payroll.  The motion carried.  (E-mail attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
