City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, June 11th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Ritchy Griepp, and Leslie Ideker.  Jeff Kaufman will be absent for the whole month of June due to previous work commitments. 

Others present were Ralph Tuschen and  Vince and Travis Siemonsma.  Jeff Barth, Minnehaha County Commissioner was also present. 
The minutes of the May 29th, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to amend the agenda to add St Paul parking lot, vandalisms, slough, June meeting date, car show meeting and surplus property.  The motion carried. 
Open discussion was held. Chairman Schmeichel indicated that he had been contacted by Hartford Community Development regarding a setting up a foundation to help in funding projects.  Chairman Schmeichel attended a meeting at the Sioux Falls Area Community Development Foundation and received an overview of how the Foundation works.  

Interviews for the bar manager have been scheduled for June 13th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.  Two applications have been received.  Bob Zirpel and Marti Sidel have both agreed to sit in on the interviews.  Leslie will be unable to attend the meeting.  

Chairman Schmeichel requested that one or two of the board member go the Faith Lutheran Church meeting on Tuesday, June 12th to present them with the agreement for the parking lot.  Ritchy indicated that he could attend the meeting. 

The financials for the bar were reviewed.  Sales were up for the month of May.  

The reimbursement requests for the SRF Loan and the Consolidated Grant were submitted for approval.  The SRF Loan amount was for $5709.05 for engineering fees and the Consolidated Grant amount was for $1735.00 also for engineering fees.  After review, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the requests for reimbursement for the SRF Loan and the Consolidated Grant.  The motion carried. 

Summer Fun Days and the Car Show were discussed.  Jack Rieger arrived at 7:20 p.m. 

The number of liquor licenses and vending licenses needed the day of the car show was discussed.  The number of each needed is very difficult to determine because the number of registered cars is not yet known. The deadline for registration with out being charged is July 2nd, 2007.  

The board determined that there will be a maximum of four temporary liquor licenses issued on that day.  Each licensee must have credit with the beer companies and be billed directly from the beer company for the beer and pay the city $60.00 per keg sold for the fund raiser for additional land for the parks. 

A time limit for the temporary liquor sales was discussed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to have the beer sales from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. The motion carried. 

Other items discussed included ordering kegs, a trailer to store the kegs, judging, ordering the cups, the cup design and a burn out area.  

A car show meeting has been scheduled for June 19th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the HCC.
A disclosure will be drawn up for the churches and individual who are allowing us to use their property for parking.  

Ralph, Jack, Vince and Travis all left at 8:00 p.m.  

Charles Jacobson’s drive way was discussed. 
The repair of 6th Avenue was discussed. Banner will be contacted to verify no storm sewer needs to be added.  

The Referendum petition for the Stofferahn Street Project was received by the finance officer on June 6th, 2007.  The board must now decide weather they will hold a special election on the issue or if they will have the question on the ballot at the regular election in April 2008.  After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to have a special election on August 8th, 2007.  The motion carried. 

Vandalism at the park and street lights were discussed. 

Chip sealing streets was discussed.  The board indicated that approximately $10,000.00 worth of chip seal should be done this year.  The utility manager will get the measurements and forward them to Topkote. 

ATS has requested that the City place parking lines on 2nd Avenue on the North side of the road.  They are willing to pay for lines.  The utility manager will get the appropriate equipment. 

The property donated to the city by Rus-mill was discussed.  There have been complaints of four wheelers riding in the area at all hours of the day and night.   A notice will be placed in the news letter and a no trespassing signs will be placed on the property. 
The June 27th meeting was discussed.  Due to summer ball games the meeting needs to be rescheduled.  The meeting has been rescheduled to Wednesday June, 27th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to table the bills, financials and payroll until the June 13th, 2007 meeting.  The motion carried. 

Surplus property was discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to surplus three okidata printers.  The motion carried. 

Jessie Travis arrived at 9:10 p.m.  Using his lot next to the bank for parking for the car show was discussed.  He indicated that would not be a problem.  Jessie Travis left at 9:15 p.m. 
Jack Garry is mowing the cities property east of town for hay. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
