City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, November 12th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:10 p.m.  Trustees present were Jeff Kaufman, Ritchy Griepp, Theresa Muth and Leslie Ideker.

The Janitor of the Humboldt Community Center requested that the bar employees clean up the area around the bar at the Community Center better, either clean it the night of the event or make sure an employee is designated to return and clean it in the days following the event. The bar manager will be informed. 

Other items discussed regarding the Community Center included the Piano and Turkey 

Day.  

The water project was discussed.  The SRF reimbursement, consolidated reimbursement and the 3rd pay request for KHC Construction were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to approve the reimbursement requests and the 3rd pay request.  The motion carried.  All of the paper work will be forwarded to SECOG. 
Turkey Day and Santa Day were discussed. 

The agreement for the storage unit from Siemonsma Properties was completed and signed.  The storage unit is to hold the contents of the pump house.  

Several nuisance properties were discussed. Specifically, the property on the west side of town with the over abundance of vehicles surrounding the property.   

The bills, financials and payroll were all reviewed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)
