City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, May 14th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Others present included Ken Mathieu, Todd Meierhenry, Jen Olson, Giles and Barb Hanisch, Paula Johnson, Vince and Diane Siemonsma, Ralph and Todd Tuschen, Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman.  Leslie Ideker would not be arriving until after 8:00 p.m.  

The minutes of the April 24th meeting were reviewed.  Need to change the gift certificates donated to the raffle by American Sports from 2-$25 certificates to 2-$50 Certificates.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes with the change to the certificates.  The motion carried. 

The public hearing regarding the Resolution of Necessity for the asphalting on Stofferahn Street was held.  Tuschen’s have sent in a letter stating that they would like 185 feet of  their side of the street asphalted which is over 55% of the frontage of the property involved.  Hanisch’s have 150 feet in the city limits.  Tuschen’s have agreed to asphalt the additional 35 feet on the Hanisch side of the road.  
Items discussed included annexation of property just for signs, the cost to the city if the resolution of necessity is referred and if the city would contribute to the project and if so, how would it be distributed.  

Upon the Attorney’s recommendation, the board members that were present took the oath of office for Elected Official’s.  With this completed all the members of the board could join in the discussion of the Resolution of necessity and vote on the resolution. 

Larry Skari left at 7:40 p.m.

After further discussion a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the resolution of necessity.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Kaufman and Griepp voting yes and Muth voting no.  (Resolution Attached)
Randy Davidson arrived at 7:45 p.m. 

The group present for the public hearing left at 7:55.  Ralph Tuschen remained for the car show agenda item.  
The public hearing for the renewal of Malt Beverage licenses was held. Applications for renewal were received from the Town & Country Store, 38 Special, Trophy Room Bar and Lounge, and the Main Café and Steak.  All of the applications were reviewed.  No one from the public was present to discuss the licenses.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the Malt Beverage license applications.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to add Dave Decker to the agenda.  Dave Decker arrived at 8:00 p.m. 

Deputy Qualseth arrived at 8:00p.m. also.  

The car show and the street dance were discussed. The vendor meeting will be on Wednesday, May 16th as previously scheduled; however the group car show meeting will be changed to Thursday May 24th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the finance office.  
Items discussed for the Car Show and Street Dance were one day liquor licenses to sell beer on the street for that day and having an ordinance put in place indicating the guidelines for the security, sale of liquor, vending.  

Admission to the street dance and free drink tickets were also discussed. 

Dave Decker was present to discuss the Interactive Building.  He has purchased the building and is going to fix it up and start up an Automatic Transmission Conditioner business.  He has already created the conditioner, now he would like to patent it and sell it.  He indicated that the business would bring approximately 25 jobs to Humboldt with in the first year.  

Leslie Ideker arrived at 8:30 p.m.  The attorney gave her the Oath of Office. 

Items discussed for the Municipal Bar included the Applications for the Manager position, fryers for deep fat frying, liquor licenses in general, hour that the bar is open and financials.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to table the interviews for bar manager.  The motion carried.  

The water project was discussed.  The color for the chlorination building siding needed to be chosen.   The color agreed upon was Brandywine.  Banner will be contacted with the choice.  
The SRFL and Consolidated Grant Reimbursement requests were submitted for approval.  After review a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to approve the reimbursement requests.  The motion carried.  

Banner Associates submitted the second payment request for approval.  After review a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the second payment request in the amount of $51,563.08.  The motion carried. 

The completion date for the Water Project was also discussed. 

Condemning of the Macgregor house was discussed.  The finance officer will check on back taxes.  
The new board members were given the 2006 New Officials Handbook, copies of the budget, fund financials and events list.  Roberts’s rules of order were discussed. 
Steve Rickerl contacted the Mr. Schmeichel to discuss the water at his rental property on the corner of 1st Avenue and Main Street.  He will be contacting the Utility Manager.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to credit the late fees on the rental properties lower level.  The motion carried. 
The museum was discussed.  The building it is currently in is very small.  The possibility of purchasing one of the portable units from the school when the new building is done was discussed.  
The sodding of the area around the new picnic shelter was discussed.  The utility manager will get a quote.  A side walk also needs to be poured from Washington Street to the shelter. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to appoint Todd Meierhenry as the City Attorney.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to appoint Banner Associates as the City Engineers.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to appoint Allen Schmeichel as Mayor/President.  The motion carried. 

The corner of 2nd and Roberts was discussed.  A drop inlet needs to be placed on the west side to stop the erosion when we get heavy rains.   Donnie will get a quote for a drop inlet. 

Shirts or sweatshirts for the new board members was discussed.  They will need to purchase their own shirts, however they can order them through the finance office. 

A stop sign on Main Street at the 4th Avenue intersection was discussed.  The attorney will be contacted to forward a sample ordinance regarding stop signs.  
The utility manager was present to discuss the quote received to repair 6th avenue by placing an asphalt mat on it.  The quote gave three options.  A one inch leveling layer with a one inch, one and one half inch or two inch wear coat ran from $21,834.00 to $30,713.16.  Banner Associates will be contacted to look at 6th Avenue and give their recommendation before any road work is done.  
Chip sealing other streets was discussed.

The sidewalks on Main Street that have settled and are causing a hazard were discussed.  The utility manager is checking into a grinder that can be used to shave the higher edge of the side walk to make it less hazardous. 

The scrubber that the board approved to purchase at the last meeting was sold.  Hillyard has put us on a list to be notified when another scrubber comes in. 
The Community Access Grant and the Surplus Property Sale in Sioux Falls were discussed. 

RBS has been sold.  The new purchaser has submitted the paper work to transfer the business into their name.  A motion was made Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the transfer.  The motion carried. 

Since Novak Sanitation did not fill out the paper work to renew their license, there is an extra license available.  R & S out of Salem would like to apply for the license.  The board indicated that if they pay the full $200 application fee, they can have a license.  

The Thrivent and Twins Grants for additional land for ball diamonds were discussed.  Jen Olson will check into the deadlines for filing for the grants.  

Part time summer help was discussed.  Bucky Needles and Michael Jensen both submitted applications.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to hire both Bucky and Michael for part time summer help.  The motion carried. 
Drug and Alcohol testing was discussed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to have all full time employee and all employees that deal with the natural gas system randomly drug tested.  The motion carried. 

Health insurance has increased again this year, effective in July.  The board indicated that they would like to let for bids on health insurance next year.  This will need to be done in February or March.  

Campers were discussed. 

The parking lot a Faith Lutheran was discussed.  
The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (e-mail Attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to adjourn the meeting at 10:50 p.m.  The motion carried.
