City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in special session on Thursday May 24th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m. Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Ritchy Griepp &Jeff Kaufman.  Others present were: Randy Davidson, Joni Langley, Sgt. Jerry Winter, Kira Schmeichel, Paul Zimmer, Michael Garrey, Randy Townsend, Mike Fokken, Vince Siemonsma, Heath Siemonsma, Dan Pressler, Dave Leisinger, Karen Leisenger, Jared Leisinger, Cheryl Horsley, Kristen Nelson, Holly Garrey, Tom Kaffar, & Justin Wenzlaff.  

Mike Fokken from Impact Auto spoke about his plans for the car show.  He would like the city to: add his new ad to the city website, send letters to residents on the 6th and Main regarding cars lining up in their front yard, provide a staff of three to register drivers for Friday night’s motorcade, put together menu’s and an itinerary for the 2 day event, reserve a spot in town for the cars to congregate on Friday night for voting purposes, & reserve Pressler Park for car show use on July 28th.  Impact auto has agreed to turn over all financials to the city after the car show.  Mike specified that the show is not for profit and all proceeds will be donated within the Town of Humboldt for children’s activities.
An itinerary for Summer Fun Days on July 28th was discussed.  Kira Schmeichel agreed to cover the parade registration and lineup.  A motion was made by Muth to have a parade with a theme of Cruizin’ Through the Years and start at 10:00am with a 9:00 registration time. Prizes would be gift certificates from local businesses in ten dollar increments with 1st place $50.00, second $30.00, and third place to be $20.00.  Griepp seconded the motion.  All approved. Motion carried.
Heath Siemonsma spoke regarding a 5K run / 1 mile walk his wife Monie would like to host during summer fun days.  The event would start at Pressler Park at 7:00am.  They are asking the city to donate water for the event and use of the city’s cones.  Heath also asked permission to spray paint arrows on the streets to help direct the runners and walkers.  The charge would be $10.00 per entrant and proceeds will be donated to the city to help fund a new ball diamond. Muth motioned to approve the event.  Schmeichel seconded the motion.  All approved.  Motion carried.

Tom Kaffar was present representing the Fire Department and Ambulance service.  Kaffar discussed the presence of EMT’s for Summer Fun Days.  The ambulance plans to have golf carts on hand and will be available for all events.  
Faith Lutheran and St. Ann’s Catholic churches were present to discuss their itinerary of the day.  They are planning on serving food and St Ann’s will host a cake walk and oversee the inflatables for the children.  Schmeichel motioned to allow the non profit groups in town to be exempt from a peddler’s permit.  Muth seconded.  All approved.  Motion carried.
Randy Davidson spoke regarding the street dance on the July 28th.  The dance will be from 8 pm to 1 am.  Intermission will be from 10-11 to draw for prizes and announce the winner of the raffle.  Street dance set-up is scheduled to begin at 6pm.
An open discussion was held regarding food and beer sales amongst vendors.  Mike Garry voiced opposition to open containers during the car show.  Sgt Winter indicated any open container laws would be enforced outside the areas of 6th and Main.  He also voiced that there will be police presence during the events of the day.
At 9:35 pm Muth motioned to adjourn.  Ideker seconded.  Motion carried.
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
