
Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes

The Humboldt natural gas board met in regular session on Monday February 20, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by President Brenda Haviland at 6:30 PM. Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko and Lynn Froke.  Mike Beaner, Donnie Boll and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Cara Luke was absent with cause.

Motion by Froke second by Elko to adopt the agenda. Motion carried. The January 19, 2017 minutes were reviewed. Motion by Froke second by Elko to approve the minutes. Motion carried.

Gas employees reported.  Excess Flow Valve (EFV) notifications were discussed. Boll and Beaner will deliver all notices to and acquire all necessary signatures from customers requesting or denying an EFV. If the customer denies the EFV, the deadline is March 15th. If a customer would like an EFV installation, Humboldt municipal Gas will install the EFV at the expense of the customer on a mutually agreeable date. EFV notifications will be reviewed at the next HMG meeting. 
Beaner has a couple tests left for gas qualifications. A majority of the hands-on learning will happen during the summer. Beaner, Boll and Haviland trained with GTS on 2/10/17. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire suits are needed as personal protective equipment for the employees when working with the gas system. Beaner priced some suits and the board would like a couple other quotes before ordering. Motion by Froke second by Elko to purchase fire suits contingent on pricing received at the March meeting. Motion carried. 
Beaner and Boll will complete the yearly 7100 report and present to the board for approval.
 
Brian Charlton addressed the town board via email stating that the Humboldt town border station is physically checked by Northern Natural Gas every three months and well as the ability to check it electronically. During their last checks, no faulty results were found. If there is ever a problem, Humboldt will be notified promptly. 

Elko presented a spreadsheet she has created to more efficiently track usage and conversion to BTUs. Elko entered all 2016 totals and they were reviewed amongst the board. In review of the conversion sheet on a 12 month average, usage numbers are closer than previously figured. Elko will maintain the spreadsheet for monthly review.  

2017 PUC inspections were discussed. PUC will meet with HMG to discuss the items needed for the 2017 inspection plan in March. Employees will report to the board a timeline for completion. 

 Past due and delinquent utility accounts were reviewed. Siemonsma is directed to charge the $50 no access fee on accounts that need to be estimated due to no meter access, this includes those that are called in.   Residents are reminded that the gas employees need meter access at all times to ensure proper safety requirements are being met.  

The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed.   Motion made by Elko to approve all claims was seconded by Froke.  Motion carried.  

	Beaner and Haviland plan to attend the SD PUC Pipeline Safety conference March 28th – March 30th. The conference fee and hotel stay was approved on a motion by Elko and a second from Froke. Motion carried. 

The next HNGB regular monthly meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 20, 2017 at 6:30 PM.

With no further business, a motion was made by Elko seconded by Froke to adjourn the meeting at 7:39 PM. Motion carried.
