
                                Humboldt Natural Gas Meeting 

The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in special session on Saturday, April 1, 2017 at Humboldt City Hall. The meeting was called to order by President Brenda Haviland at 9:05 AM. Members present at roll call were Lynn Froke and Marlene Elko.  Cara Luke, Amanda Siemonsma, and Don Boll were absent with cause. Mike Garrey was also present.

Elko made a motion to add the nonpayment of the utilities for the property located at 116 South Main Street.  Motion by Froke seconded by Elko to approve.  Motion carried.

Haviland covered various topics covered at the South Dakota PUC Pipeline Safety conference that she attended on March 27 - 30. Particular item of interest to the board was that any person that gives out information or in control of the municipality or Gas Company is subject to DOT regulations.  She was also in contact with Mitchell Technical Institute regarding students that are enrolled in the pipeline curriculum. Discussion included benefits and salary expectations for new graduates. She will be working with MTI to obtain a list of graduates who may be interested in the Humboldt position.

Discussion occurred regarding the nonpayment of utilities for the rental property located at 116 South Main. As a result of the discussion, a demand letter will be sent to the property owner for payment in full within 10 days. Haviland will discuss issue with the property owner via telephone and also review policy with the finance officer.

Board President ask for a motion to go into executive session to discuss the town utility manager's resignation. The board entered into executive session at 9:45AM on motion by Elko seconded by Froke. Motion carried.  The board exited executive session at 10:45am. As a result of executive session, a motion by Froke to use the same pay scale as previous town utility manager if the new hire is not operator qualified. Seconded by Elko. Motion carried.
