Planning and Zoning Minutes 
The Humboldt Planning Commission met on Tuesday, November 1st, 2016 for the purpose of a public hearing. The meeting was called to order by Chairman Bob Schulte at 6:30pm. Members present in person were Dave Froke and Alex Pageler. Bob Zirpel was present via phone call.  Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Heath Siemonsma was present as applicant of the conditional use permit. 
The night’s agenda was approved and adopted on a motion by Pageler and a second from Froke. Motion carried. 
The minutes from the meeting on September 19th, 2016 were reviewed. Froke motioned to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Pageler. Motion carried. 
The public hearing for a conditional use permit was held. The conditional use permit application was filed in the office which would grant the eligibility of storage units at 208 S Roberts St. Schulte stated that the sign posted on the property was not of the right size. Finance Officer Siemonsma stated that no notice has ever been posted of that size in Humboldt history. Schulte stated he noticed the sign was the wrong size a week prior to the public hearing but failed to notify finance officer Siemonsma. 
Schulte had questions regarding the site plan that accompanied the building permit. He stated that the site plan was missing a north directional arrow, street names and proper lot lines and measurements. After review, Pageler and Froke both agreed there were labeled streets on the site plan along with building dimensions listed on the plan. Mr. Siemonsma offered to pencil in a north arrow so that the site plan was more acceptable but was not allowed to do so by Schulte. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Schulte had further questions on the initial rezone of the property questioning whether the lot lines were changed during the rezone. They were not. In 2014 the property was rezoned from residential to general business.  The lot was replatted long before Mr. Siemonsma purchased the property. 
After more discussion and debate was held on these same issues and findings, Froke stated that Mr. Siemonsma has submitted the correct documents along with obtaining a building permit which the building permit was approved at the last meeting. Froke motioned to approve the conditional use permit and a second came from Pageler. Motion carried with Pageler, Froke and Zirpel voting aye and Schulte voting no. 
With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Froke and seconded by Zirpel to adjourn the meeting at 6:52pm. Motion carried.
