Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday December 14, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Others present were Dan Nelson from Midco, Dallas Peskey and Erin Konechne. Theresa Muth and Daryl Sieverding were absent with cause.  
A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on November 23rd. Motion passed with all present members voting aye. 
Business: Dallas Peskey was present to discuss with the council the drainage issue that occurs on 5th Avenue. The drainage problem comes from residents not draining their sump pumps properly and from the runoff from home down spouts. All residents will receive a reminder of the sump pump drainage ordinance in the monthly newsletter. If the problems continue to exist, individual notices will be sent and, if necessary, fines will be imposed. The town board will readdress the issue with the engineers at the next meeting. Dallas Peskey left the meeting at 7:17pm.
Dan Nelson was present for Midcontinent Communications to address the service issues brought up at a prior meeting. Nelson cleared up the current issues, found no abnormal tech calls for the year 2015 and also presented the council with additional material to resolve any further issue that may arise. Nelson discussed the new franchise agreement between the city and Midcontinent and the amendments that were made to the agreement. The board wants to include all services into the franchise agreement and lower the fee charged to the residents. After some discussion, a motion was made by Griepp to accept the first reading of Ordinance # 15-12-14 which is AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE GRANT OF CABLE COMMUNICATIONS FRANCHISES IN THE CITY OF HUMBOLDT; SETTING FORTH CONDITIONS ACCOMPANYING THE GRANT OF THE FRANCHISE(S).The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried will all present members voting aye. 
Liquor license applications for Main Street Humboldt Bar and Big J’s Roadhouse were reviewed and on a motion by Schmeichel and second from Lund, all applications were approved. Motion carried with all present members voting aye. 
The HVAC units at the HCC need to be replaced as they keep needing repair. Siemonsma will advertise for bids in January for the replacement and the sealed bids will be opened at the regular board meeting on February 8th. Siemonsma will also check with SECOG to see if the HCC qualifies for any grants.

Sheriff – 43.06 hours were reported in November. A full report is on file at the Finance Officer.  
Claims: All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by VanZee and a second from Schmeichel. Motion passed with all present members voting aye.
