Humboldt Town Board Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday January 28th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:57pm with the following members present for roll call: Heather Van Zee, Adam Lund and Theresa Muth. Absent was Ritchy Griepp. Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel.  
Brenda Haviland and Marlene Elko were present for the Natural Gas Board.  Brad Berens and Krista Stuessi were present for the West Central School District.  Present for the public was Brian Anderson and Tyler Busser.
Motion by Baars to amend the agenda to add approval of new Natural Gas Board member.  Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Motion to approve the January 14th, 2019 minutes was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: Anderson is purchasing a lot on Ford Street and has asked the town board if there are conditions for a type of house that can be built or if sewer and water will be accessible to the lot. Baars has been asked to search for any annexation agreement on having access to water and sewer to those properties on Ford Street.  Busser was present to have the town board president and finance officer sign the replat for his lot located at 1016 N Ford St, that was previously approved by the Planning and Zoning Board. 
Public Hearing for Big J’s Roadhouse Temporary Liquor License: Public hearing was held with no public input.  Motion to approve Big J’s Roadhouse Temporary Liquor License was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Van Zee.  All Aye, motion carried.

Community Board Updates:
Planning and Zoning: Baars was present to give updates on behalf of the Planning and Zoning board. Items discussed were the approval of building permits #19-01 and #19-02, the resignation of Alex Pageler and Andy Bethke from the Planning and Zoning board and the approval of the replat for Busser.
Natural Gas: Haviland and Elko were present to update the town board.  Items discussed were TBS update, full time new hire, ditch cards being moved to safe deposit box, PUC audit and the rate analysis being completed.  Elko informed the town board that Eugen Betz will be taking over as the Natural Gas Board President. 
Old Business: There were no updates given on Phase II of the Water and Sewer Project.
New Business: Berens and Stuessi were present to give the West Central State of the District address.  Berens talked about the past, present and future financial and academic state of the district.  
Haviland asked to step down from being the Natural Gas Board President but stay on as a board member.  Town board received and accepted Haviland’s request to step down as Natural Gas Board President but stay on as a board member. 
The Natural Gas board has made a recommendation to approve Bri Ries as the fifth member of the Natural Gas Board.  Motion to approve the recommendation of Bri Ries as the fifth member of the Natural Gas Board was made by Muth and seconded by Van Zee.  All aye, motion carried.    
Department Reports: 
Streets: Discussion was had on the purchase of a tractor for the Town of Humboldt.  Beaner will research prices for used tractors.  Further discussion will be held at the next scheduled meeting. Beaner discussed purchasing a grappler for the payloader.  Board has asked for prices.  Beaner will follow up at the next scheduled board meeting.  Beaner informed the town board that Sioux Valley Energy is looking to bury the current powerlines between Main and Washington that currently run north and south through the alleyway.  The project is projected to take place the spring/summer of 2019.   
Water: Discussion was held surrounding the current surcharges and whether a resident would be charged the surcharges 

if the resident has requested their services disconnected but not removed.  After review and discussion, the surcharges would 
stay in effect whether the resident chooses to use the service or not. There would be a onetime $25.00 disconnect fee per service disconnected as set by Resolution #19-01, Schedule of Fines, Fees and Rates for the Town of Humboldt.  The Town Board will discuss implementing a fee for any resident found tampering with any water, sewer and natural gas services. Baars will follow up on the tampering fee at the next scheduled meeting. 
Sewer: 
Utility Manager: Beaner discussed adding water to the ballfields.  Continued discussion will be held.  
Finance Officer: Baars discussed having Schoenfish complete Humboldt’s 2018 Annual Report.  Motion to approve the hiring of Schoenfish to complete the 2018 Annual Report was made by Van Zee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.
Bills/Financials/Payroll: Bills, payroll and financials were presented, reviewed and discussed. Claims list detailed below. Motion to approve claims was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel. All aye, motion carried.
Next Scheduled Meeting: Monday February 11th, 2019 @ 7pm
Items for Next Meeting: Review of Resolution #19-06.  Water and sewer annexation agreement.  Replat survey.  Water to ballfield.
