Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, February 10, 2015 at Humboldt Community Center. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Allen Schmeichel and Adam Lund. Matt Sieverding was absent with cause. Both Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Bleau LaFave, Gabe Laber, Janice Gravning, Bob Nielsen, Crystal Waltner, Dave Derschan and Rhonda Garry. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on January 26, 2015. Motion carried. 
In open discussion Rhonda Garry discussed ideas the baseball association has for the summer league including a grandstand and mowing. More discussion will be had at the next council meeting. 
BUSINESS: Bob and Crystal were present from B & A Computers in Hartford to discuss with the council the option of redoing Humboldt’s website. They will be looking into the current website and developing new ideas to make the site cleaner, more user-friendly and updated. They discussed the costs of updating the website would remain in the city’s current agreement with B& A Computers for their IT work. 
Dave Derschan was present to request the addition of walls around the bar area in the HCC. Derschan would cover most of the costs with the city pitching in some funds to cover some sort of serving window. Siemonsma will contact the building inspector to check on certain building codes that would permit this addition. She will report her findings back to the council. 

The payment deposit box for city utilities will still be available at the old finance office building. The finance office has moved to the HCC library and payments can be made there as well. The cost of putting up a new deposit box at the HCC is not a needed expense at this time. 
The Town Board will meet as the Board of Equalization on Monday, March 16th at 6pm at the Humboldt Community Center.

Janice Gravning and Gabe Laber were present to discuss with the council an update on the sewer study project. In order to proceed with the project, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources recommends that the city add a $15 monthly surcharge on to the sewer bill. The council made no motion to add a surcharge at this time but would still consider that option to be able to move forward with the project.
Department Reports:

Natural Gas – Bleau LaFave was present from Northwestern Energy to meet with the council about the acquisition of the natural gas system. The council is interested in proceeding with the next step of this acquisition and will meet with LaFave and the city attorney at the next council meeting. 


Sheriff Department – 43.09 hours were logged in the city for the month of January. A full report can be viewed at the finance office.
