Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Thursday, March 12, 2015 at Humboldt Community Center. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:04pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Allen Schmeichel and Theresa Muth. Daryl Sieverding was present for city personnel. Amanda Siemonsma was absent with cause. Others present were Bryan Skinner, Mike Mutziger, John Jarding and Tim Even. 
A motion was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on February 24, 2015. Motion passed. 

OPEN DISCUSSION:
Some options were discussed on what to do with replacing 4th Street. More discussion will be had at future meetings. 
BUSINESS: 

The agenda was reordered to allow the baseball association to present first. Mike Mutziger presented the idea of building a grandstand at the ball field. He stated it would be the only way for Humboldt to host a state tournament. More information will be presented to the council as far as finances and specs. 

The 2015 election was cancelled due to no opposing petitions received. Griepp will remain on the council as he filed a petition. Matt Sieverding did not file a petition so his seat on the council will become vacant and can be filled until 2016 election by any interested party. 


John Jarding and Tim Even were present from the fire department to discuss an expansion of the fire department. The fire department needs to expand to accommodate full time paid overnight paramedics. Some options were discussed: expansion of the new fire hall, asked if city wanted to buy the old fire hall, or the fire department would build new. Sieverding will contact the city attorney about the interactive building and land to verify ownership. The fire department will visit with the council again about any decisions. 


Upgrading the park by tearing down the old picnic shelter and replacing it with a better one was discussed. Also, buying new picnic tables for the park was discussed. The budget will be reviewed to see what options there are available. 

The deposit box for the city bills is to remain at the city hall building. 


The council discussed selling the museum or relocating the museum. More discussion will be had about the options for the city. 

Department Reports:
Natural gas – The Memorandum of Understanding was reviewed. Schmeichel made a motion to accept the MOU. Griepp seconded the motion. Motion passed. 


Sheriff – 41.08 hours were logged in February.  The full report is on file at the finance office. 


Utility Manager – Some of the tables at the community center need to be replaced. Daryl will look into the pricing of new round and rectangle tables.
