The Humboldt Town Board met in regular session on Monday June 10th, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall. President Adam Lund called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Ritchy Griepp, Allen Schmeichel, Theresa Muth and Heather VanZee.  Nicole Baars and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Marlene Elko and Brenda Haviland were present for Humboldt Natural Gas Board.  Chuck Dubbe and Kevin & Donna Mammenga were present for the public.   
Agenda Approval:

Motion to approve the agenda was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.
Minutes:

Motion to approve the May 21st meeting minutes was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.
Open Public Discussion: No discussion from public.
Public Hearing

Humboldt town board held a public hearing for the first reading of the 2019 Humboldt Zoning Regulations. There was no discussion from the public.  Motion to approve the first reading of the 2019 Humboldt Zoning Regulations was made by Muth and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.  
Business: 
Kevin and Donna Mammenga voiced their concerns on the new rubble site.  Concerns voiced were the condition of the road leading to the lagoons and the potential of people illegally dumping on their property.  Discussion was held and for now the proposed new site will stand.  Chuck Dubbe was present for the Legion.  Dubbe informed the town board that the Legion sign, previously approved to hang on the Community Center, has been completed and will be placed on the Community Center.  Dubbe presented an option for the Town of Humboldt to look at purchasing rolling petitions for the big room in the Community Center.  This way residents have the option to rent a portion of the big room instead of the whole facility.  Further discussion will be held.  Baars stated there was no new update on the Interactive Building.  Baars updated the board on options for the daily testing of the tornado sires.  Baars stated the Emergency Management Department tests the sirens once monthly as required by law.  Any other testing beyond that is at the discretion of the Town Board.  Motion to leave the daily testing of the tornado sirens at Noon and 6pm was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  Three aye and two nays, motion carried.  Midco will be moving their overhead lines underground.  These lines being moved are from HWY 38, down Washington Ave to 2nd Ave, along 2nd Ave from Washington Street to Roberts Street and along Roberts Street from 2nd Ave to 4th Ave.    
Department Reports:
Natural Gas:

Elko was present to give an update on the meeting proceedings from the April 15th and May 23rd meetings.  Items discussed

were outstanding utilities, Betz wage increase for 75% completion of required training and extra bond payment.  The Natural
 Gas board has requested to pay the 12/01/2022 bond payment of $65,000 early.  Motion to approve the request to pay the 12/01/2022 bond payment of $65,000 was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel.  All aye, motion carried. 
 Utility Manager:

Streets: The Town Board reviewed ordinance 3.0102 pertaining to the mowing ordinance.  Baars has been asked to research ordinances pertaining to mowing. Further discussion will be held. 
Parks: No updates.

Sewer: Beaner has spoken to Stockwell regarding the Humboldt Bar connecting to the storm drain on main street.  Further discussion will be held.
Humboldt Community Center: Baars stated a resident has asked to rent the Community Center for an event.  The resident would like to take the tables and chairs off site without paying a separate rental fee for the tables and chairs being removed.  Discussion was held and a motion to keep the rental of the Community Center separate from the rental and removal of any tables and chairs was made by Griepp and seconded by VanZee.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars asked to have the metal chairs in the Community Center changed to match the white chairs.  Baars has been asked to research the quantity and price for replacing the brown chairs. 
Finance Officer: Baars has requested vacation days for Friday June 21st and Friday July 5th.  Motion to approve both vacation requests was made by VanZee and seconded by Muth.  All aye, motion carried.  Baars has requested the purchase of fireworks for the fireworks display scheduled for July 5th.  Order would be placed with Hot Shot Fireworks in Sioux Falls. The total cost of the fireworks for the event is $1,500.  Motion to approve the purchase of fireworks from Hot Shot Fireworks in the amount of $1,500 was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp.  All aye, motion carried.  Discussion on Team Viewer was withdrawn.
