The 2016 Budget Ordinance # 16-01 was read and accepted on a motion by Griepp and second from Muth. Motion passed.

Utility Manager: Putting in camp spaces and updating the park equipment was discussed. The items will be included in the 2016 budget. Council agreed it was late in the year to make the purchases and install. 


Sieverding will be applying some calcium chloride to the gravel roads in town and will also have Ford Street graded before the start of the school year. 


The centennial committee would like to make a donation toward the new shelter at Pressler Park. The donation will be in the amount of fifteen hundred dollars. The council would like to thank them for this generous donation.
