Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, September 24th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:10 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Ritchy Griepp. 

The minutes of the September 10th and September 17th, 2007 meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 
Items discussed in open discussion included issues facing the county such as the Ambulance districts, law enforcement, and sewer lagoons.  
Items discussed for the municipal bar included employees and opening day of hunting events. 

The water project was discussed.  A letter has been forwarded to Rural Water from DENR requesting that a date be set for the final inspection for the project.  As of today, no inspection has been scheduled. 

A meeting with the Sioux Falls Community Foundation has been scheduled for October 25th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Humboldt Community Center.  Everyone is welcome to attend.  

The October 8th meeting has been changed to October 9th, 2007 due to the Columbus Day Holiday and the October 22nd meeting has been changed to Tuesday, October 23rd, 2007 due to a previous commitments. 

The instructors of the Sharp Shooters have requested assistance with the utility bills at the plaza.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to waive the $17.00 monthly sewer charge.  The motion carried. There is not any extra funding in the budget to assist with the heating portion of the bill.  
The resolution R-8-16-07 regarding the daycare was discussed.  The legal description was incorrect.  Resolution R-09-24-07-01 was submitted with the corrected legal description.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to rescind resolution R-08-16-07 with the incorrect legal description and approve resolution R-09-24-07-01 with the correct legal description.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)

The information received from the county regarding the Ambulance district was discussed.  Having Tim Even come to the October 23rd, 2007 meeting to answer questions regarding the information was suggested.  Tim Even will be contacted.  

The agreement from Northwestern Energy to assign the gas purchasing part of their contract to Center Point was submitted.  The Natural Gas Board met on Wednesday, September 19th, 2007 and made a recommendation to approve the assignment.  After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to approve the assignment of the gas purchasing portion of Northwestern Energy’s Contract to Center Point and sign the appropriate document.  The motion carried. 

Barb and Giles Hanisch have submitted a written request to the City Board to be excluded from the city limits of Humboldt.  Resolution R-09-24-07-02 was submitted for approval.  After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to table the resolution and have the City attorney at the October 23rd meeting to answer questions regarding the request.  The motion carried. 

The scrubber for the HCC was discussed.  The janitor indicated that it worked well and reduced his work load. A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the purchase of the scrubber for $700.00 from Hillyard.  The motion carried. 

The janitor is still working on getting a quote to have the Community Center stripped and waxed.  

The drop inlet at 2nd Ave and Roberts St. was discussed.  Quotes will be obtained from, Nothdruft, Ideker Construction, Mark Kueter, and Jarding Construction.  

The 2008 Budget Ordinance O-09-10-07 was submitted for the second reading.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to approve the 2008 Budget Ordinance.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)

A quote from Hanson Surveying to plat 2 to 4 lots on the east side of town along Ford Street was received.  It was in the amount of $700.00.  After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to have Hanson Surveying do the plat for $700.00.  The motion carried. 

Thank you notes were received from Monie Siemonsma for the Gatorade donation for the 5-k run during summer fun day and from the West Central School for the donation of baseball caps to the AR store.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 p.m.  The motion carried.  
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
