Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, January, 14th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Jeff Kaufman and Ritchy Griepp. 

Others present were Don Boll and Mike Smith.  

The minutes of the December 17th, 2007 and January 1st, 2008 meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Open Discussion was held.  Items discussed include the Sheriff’s contract and service, vandalisms, and the ambulance district. 

Mike Smith was present to discuss the Municipal bar.  Items discussed included a new menu and ordering an all enclosed deep fat fryer.  The purchase of the deep fat fryer on a 36-month lease was discussed.  The best lease option will be reviewed and a deep fryer will be ordered.   Mike had a meeting with the employees on Sunday.  Items discussed included painting the bar, getting new flooring and possibly changing the name of the bar.  

The health inspector was here the first week of January.  It went very well.  Items that need to be done are the floor and walls in the walk in cooler need to be done and the linoleum behind the bar needs to be replaced.  

The Summer Recreation ball program meeting, car show meeting, the 4th of July Celebration and the Museum meetings will all be scheduled in February.
The State Revolving Loan Fund Reimbursement Request for $113.00 was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to approve the reimbursement request.  The motion carried. 
Christmas lights were discussed. The Carpenter Company has 40% off of all of their Christmas decorations.  The budget for 2008 allowed for $5000.00 for new Christmas lights.  After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to approve the purchase of ten new pole Christmas Decorations.  The motion carried. 

The resolution to approve the application for the SRF Loan for the sewer lagoon project was submitted for approval.  There was a section in the application that the board was not familiar with.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the resolution.  The motion carried.  Amber from SECOG will be at the meeting on January 28th, 2008 for the public hearing that has already been advertised.  

The jail has been removed from the pump house.  The board indicated that the jail should be advertised for sealed bids.  A motion regarding this was made at the December 17th meeting.  The advertisement will go in the paper this month.  

The pump house demolition was discussed. 

The 2008 salaries resolution was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to approve the 2008 Salaries resolution.  The motion carried.  (E-mail attached)

A snow removal complaint letter was reviewed and discussed. 

The Macgregor house was discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to proceed with the condemning process of the building. The motion carried. 

Abandon vehicles were discussed.  Letters will be sent to the violators and the vehicles towed if not taken care of.   

The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried.  (E-Mail attached)
