City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, November 10th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:05 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Dawn Hahn, Leslie Ideker and Jeff Kaufman.  Others present were Don Boll and Karma Kelly. 
The minutes of the October 27th, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Items discussed in open discussion included Turkey Day, Wine Tasting and winterizing all of the park bathrooms and concession areas. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to amend the agenda and add MCEDA Member and the Car Show meeting.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Payroll for the bar employees was discussed.  The side by side refrige/freezer is no longer working and needs to be replaced. 
Susan Shumaker requested that the bar donate the bowls, spoons and napkins for the fund raiser her group is having on Santa Day for the Midwest Ambassadors of Music.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the donation to the fund raiser.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all voting yes.  

Chairman Schmeichel indicated that his term on MCEDA board is up and he does not have time to be on the board going forward.  Meetings are held in Sioux Falls ten times a year.  Mr. Schmeichel indicated that he may have someone who would be interested in being on the board if none of the other trustees were interested.  Dawn Hahn stated she was interested and would let the board know at the next meeting.  
Mike Fokken would like to get together with the Chairman to discuss some ideas for the 2009 car show.  Mike will be invited to meet before the next board meeting on November 24th, 2008 at 6:30. 

The interactive building and the speed limit on Ford Street were discussed. 

Santa Day was discussed.  A fund raiser will be held, for the Midwest Ambassadors of Music, the same day with soup and goodies being offered for Free Will Donation.  Once again, we will be having the parade of trees at the Humboldt Community Center. Local businesses, churches and organizations will be invited to set up a tree. The night of Santa Day the trees will be voted on and prizes will be given to the best one. Letters will be sent to the local businesses, churches and organizations asking for them to participate, however, any one wishing to set up a tree may do so.  The trees may be put up any time the week of December 1st, however must be up by Friday, December 5th. Please contact the finance office at 605-363-3789 with questions or to pick up the key to the Community Center.  
We will also be asking for the residents of town to decorate their yards and the hayride route will be determined by the streets with the most Decorations. 

Turkey day was discussed.  Getting different prizes such as gift certificates to sunshine, fruit and nut baskets and Humboldt Bucks were suggested.  

Minnehaha Community Water Corporation sent a letter indicating that as of January 1st 2009 their rate for 1000 gallons of water would increase by $0.07.  The rates we are currently charging for water will cover the increase. 

The plat for Lot 5, Block 3 of the Russ-Mill addition has been prepared and submitted for approval.  The public hearing on the plat will be on December 1st, 2008 at the regular Planning and Zoning meeting.  The public hearing for the replat of Lot 16 of the Russ-mill addition will also be held that day.      

Don Boll was present and wanted to know if the board would agree to pay for full time employee’s flu shots.  After discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Hahn to approve the payment of flu shots for all full time employees.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members present voting yes. 

The utility manager also wanted approval to trade in the old mower and upgrade to a commercial grade mower.  The difference in price would be between $3800.00 and $4000.00.  After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the trade in for the Commercial grade mower and have it delivered in April 2009.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
The utility manager has completed the rip rap at the lagoon.  He used approximately 46 loads of rock from the Antrim’s pit.  

Snow removal was discussed. 

Toby Brown from SECOG arrived at 8:20 p.m.  Toby was present to review Chapter 5 of the revised Humboldt Ordinances.  After reviewing and making the changes to Chapter 5, Toby handed out Chapter 6 of the ordinance and they will be reviewed at the December 8th, 2008 meeting. Toby left at 8:55 p.m. 

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. (E-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
