Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Wednesday, March 11th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Leslie Ideker and Jeff Kaufman. Theresa Muth was absent.   Others present were Don Shumaker, Don Boll and Paul Register.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to amend the agenda to move the park land and AFLAC items up on the agenda after open discussion.  The motion carried. 

The minutes of February 9th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Hahn to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Open discussion was held.  Items discussed included renewable energy, the stimulus package, grants and the MCEDA meeting. 

Don Shumaker was present to discuss the final payment on the park land that the city is going to trade with West Central and reimbursement for a portion of the property taxes since it has taken so long to get the surveying done.  After discussion, a motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Kaufman to approve the payment of the property taxes in the amount of $425.00.  Roll called was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes.  
Becky Reynolds and Ed Begemen arrived at 7:05 p.m.

The survey for the properties should be done soon.  Allen met with Jeff from Midwest Land Surveying and discussed what needed to be done.  

Don Shumaker left at 7:15 p.m. 

Paul Register was present to discuss the benefits of AFLAC for the employees of the city.  AFLAC has all types of insurance which can be deducted from the employee’s payroll pre tax.  Items reviewed included life, vision, dental and accident insurances.  Packets were passed out to the board to review. 

The property on the west side of town that was platted for possible sale was discussed.  The property will need to be transferred to the HRC before the property can be sold. 

Becky and Ed were present to discuss the Municipal Bar.  The bar profit and loss statement for February was reviewed.  Ed indicated that the utilities on the building are very high and wondered if added insulation could be quoted for the attic.  The finance officer will call City Wide Insulation for a quote.  The other remodeling items were also discussed. 
Applications have been received from a couple of people who are interested in working at the bar.  The vent hood cleaning and extension over the Chislic fryer were discussed. 

Ritchy Griepp submitted a petition for one of the three year terms for trustee.   No other petitions were received.  The board will need to appoint some one for a one year term until the 2010 election.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Hahn to appoint Jeff Kaufman for the one year term.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Hahn and Ideker voting yes and Kaufman abstaining.  
The sewer lift station on the west side of town was discussed.  Donnie indicated that the locate had been submitted and the estimated start date is Friday the 13th.  The Dakota Pump bills were discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to table the bill for $2382.40 until more details are obtained for the billing and the City Attorney is contacted regarding the bill.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. 

Toby Brown from SECOG arrived at 8:30 p.m.  

The Car Show was discussed.  Four people came forward to help with the car show and Craig the Utility Man from Garretson belongs to a Car Club and sent the names and phone numbers for the President and the Vice President to contact to see if they would be interested in helping with the car show.  Messages have been left with both to contact the finance office. 

The MCEDA annual bill was discussed. Having Jeff Eckhoff out to a meeting was suggested. 

Ordinance O-09-08-08_Revised_02-09-09 was submitted for the second reading.  The revenue side of the budget needed to have two line items adjusted due to an error made by the county offices.  After discussion, a motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Ideker to approve the second reading of the 2009 revised Budget Ordinance.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. (e-mail attached)
Virginia Mathieu requested to have some plastic protectors purchased for the museum to place the old pictures in.  They are $38.00 for 10 sleeves.  The board approved the purchase.  

The district meeting will be on Tuesday, March 31st, 2009.  Any one who would like to attend needs to let the finance officer know at the March 16th, 2009 meeting. 

A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to table the NG Seminar, Municipal Clerk training, the Fire Department Contract, the NG Public Awareness, the Garbage Ordinance and the Minnehaha Sheriffs Dept Contract until the March 16th, 2009 meeting.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Toby Brown was present to discuss the last sections of the Ordinance updates.  Other items discussed included foreclosures, the stimulus package and capitol improvement planning. 

Toby left at 9:25 p.m. 

The bills financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Hahn to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  (E-mail attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 p.m.  The motion carried.
