City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, April 27th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth and Jeff Kaufman.  Ritchy Griepp and Don Boll were also present.  Dawn Hahn was absent. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel to move the park land, Washington Street and water by ball diamond after open discussion and add Oath of Office to the agenda.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The minutes of the April 13th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Items discussed in open discussion included moving the sinks and coolers at the bar, having a beer garden in the empty lot, the smoking ban and the pop machine.  Adding a fourth small diamond to the east of diamond B was also discussed. Quotes for fence at this diamond have been received.  Allen has requested the coaches and parents to volunteer to help put the diamond together.  Donnie is working on getting the score boards up and running.  He is also checking on a fence for in front of the empty lot at the bar. 

Ritchy Griepp who petitioned for one of the three year trustee positions and was unopposed took the oath of office. 

The park land and school land transfer were discussed. The attorney is working on the title work and deeds for the transfers. 

Washington Street was discussed. It is in bad shape due to the added water coming around the south corner from the run off from the school.  Donnie is going to scarify the street and put gravel on it.  He will also check on putting in a manhole at the end of Washington.  

Water from the school is also causing a large puddle in Charles Jacobson’s back yard and this is causing water to stand at the ball diamond.  This will cause problems with mosquitos.  

Sixth Street and Ford Street repairs were also discussed. 

The July 2nd Baseball Game and events were discussed.  There will not be a Summer Fun Day Parade this year unless some organization comes forward and is willing to organize it. The City will run the concession stand, supply the fireworks and take money at the gate for the game.  

South Dakota Retirement System, Municipal Clerks School, the Annual Report, PUC Audit and the Transportation Stimulus Package were all discussed. 

The board has requested that the garbage services be contacted to verify that all Humboldt Residents have garbage service from one of the three licensed garbage haulers. 

The utility man is still getting information from DENR regarding the requirements for cleaning the water tower.  

The revised ordinances were handed to the board members for the final review.   

With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
