City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in Regular session on Monday, November 13th, 2006.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Ken Amundson from Contracting Unlimited and Randy Davidson were also present. 

The minutes of the October regular and special meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 
The floor was open to discussion.  There was no discussion. 

There was no one present for the Natural Gas Board report. The finance officer gave a short report. The board met with Northwestern Energy on November 9th, with members from Crooks and Garretson.  Northwestern Energy submitted a new proposal for Contract Services through 2012.  The towns will review and make comments regarding the proposal at a later date.

Ken Amundson was present to discuss the final walk through on the new bathrooms and picnic shelter.  A walk through was scheduled for Wednesday, November 15th, at 3:30 p.m.  

Chad Bachman arrived at 7:30 p.m.  Chad was present to discuss the Water Project.  Chad submitted the updated plans and a tentative timeline for completion.  

Resolution SRF-11-13-06-01 and Resolution R-11-13-06-02 were submitted for approval.  Resolution R-11-13-06-02 is the amendment to the application for the DW-SRF loan for $412,300 to $520,000.  The Resolution SRF-11-13-06-01 is to amend the bond resolution to bond for $520,000.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the resolutions.  The motion carried. (e-mails attached) 

Randy Davidson was present to discuss the Street Dance, band, summer fun day and the 4th of July. 

The public hearing for the liquor applications renewals was held.  No persons were present to make comments.  Applications were received from T&T Enterprises for on-sale Liquor,  Humboldt Community Center and the Humboldt Municipal Bar for on-sale liquor and on and off-sale Malt Beverage,  Municipal Liquor Store for off-sale package liquor and the Town and Country Store for off-sale package liquor.  After review, a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the renewal applications for all of the businesses.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the purchase of a new security system for the Municipal bar.  The motion carried. 

The contracts for animal control were reviewed.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the contract with Second Chance Rescue Center.  The motion carried. 

The Sewer Ordinance O-10-23-06-01 regarding sewer rates was submitted for the second reading.  A motion was made Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the sewer rates Ordinance.  The motion carried. (e-mail attached) 
The large chunks of cement at the lagoon were discussed.  If the city is going to have the rip rap redone in the next couple of years, the large items will need to be removed.  The utility manager will get a quote from Mark Mathieu for the removal of the cement. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the ordinances, bar policies and the community garden until the next meeting.  The motion carried. 

Off sale Liquor sales on Sunday, New Years Eve was discussed. A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the sale of Off-Sale Liquor on New Year’s Eve when it falls on a Sunday.  The motion carried. 

The utility manager was present to discuss the water meter problem at Pat Stofferahn’s.
The 2004-2005 audit has been completed and approved by Legislative Audit.  They will be placing the notification in the paper.  The audit is available at the finance office during regular business hours for review.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the 2004-2005 audit report.  The motion carried. 

Speednet sent a letter stating they will be selling their business to KeyOn.  A letter of contract transfer needs to be approved by the city.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to approve the contract transfer.  The motion carried. 

Garbage service licenses, Turkey day and Santa day were discussed. 

The letters for the museum will be $325.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to purchase the letters for the museum.  The motion carried. 

The bills, financials, and payroll were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (e-mail attached) 

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m.  The motion carried.
