Humboldt Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, September 11th, 2006.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:03 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Others present were Todd Meierhenry, City Attorney, Dave Schwans for the Dart League, Sonja Ahlquist, Jack Garry, Vince Siemonsma, Ken Mathieu, Dave and Diane Rieck. 

The minutes of the August regular and special meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Chairman Schmeichel opened the floor for open discussion.  Items discussed included the Elementary School Building project and the building permit that was issued for a 46 room motel on the west side of town.  
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to move Dave Rieck and Ken Mathieu up the agenda after open discussion.  The motion carried. 

Dave and Diane Rieck, Ken Mathieu, Jack Garry, and Vince Siemonsma were all present to discuss the utilities on rental properties. Items mentioned by the individuals present included that there is a lack of communication between the finance office and property owners with regard to past due utilities on rental properties, that payment arrangements are being made at the finance office without the knowledge of the property owners and that there needs to be a policy in place for consistent handling of the shut-off’s. The ordinances were also discussed.  After lengthy discussion, it was decided that copies of the original billing and late notices on rental properties will be sent to the property owner.  The late notice process has already been implemented and the original billing process will begin with the October 2006 Utility billing.  
Kim McCormick arrived at 7:35 p.m.  

The free dirt being given away on Tract D of the Rus-Mill property which was donated to the City was discussed.  The dirt was not being given away.  It was part of the purchase agreement that the Housing and Redevelopment Commission made with the purchaser of Lots 1 thru 4 and the W ½ of lot 5.   
Sonja Ahlquist left at 7:55 p.m. 

Todd Meierhenry, Dave Rieck and Ken Mathieu left at 8:45 p.m.  

Todd Meierhenry and Dave Rieck returned at 8:50 p.m.  

The possible sale of the Bar was discussed with the Attorney. 

Dave Schwans was present for the Dart League to discuss this year’s league.   

The municipal bar, in the past, has paid the league fees to musivend, had $2.00 beers on dart night, donated 10 pizzas for the year end party and let them use the HCC for the annual Dart Tournament in February rent free.  In addition the dart teams would like free beer for hat tricks, the keg donated for the year end party and possibly some money to put in the Jukebox.  The board will discuss it and make a decision on Monday, September 18th, 2006.  

Musivend has also requested a donation from the municipal bar to fund the campaign to stop the repeal of video lottery.  After reviewing the financials a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to not contribute to the campaign.  The motion carried. 
A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to table the bar financials, bar policies, pull tabs and security system until Monday, September 18th, 2006.  The motion carried. 

The HCC Janitor was discussed. 

One of the concrete gutters at the community center was damaged and needs to be repaired. The utility manager will contact Chad Vanderwoude and see if that is a project he may be able to do and if so, get a quote. 

The quotes for the aerial photos were discussed.  It was suggested that, if the board decides to have a photo of the Town taken, the photo be taken in the late spring or early summer.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the photos until spring. The motion carried. 

The drainage at 5th and Madison was discussed.  John Jarding will be has been contacted to shoot elevation in the area to assess the best drainage option.  

The bathroom project at Pressler Park was discussed. 

Street Lights were discussed.  A letter has been sent to Sioux Valley Energy to install 13 additional lights in town.  No response has been received from Sioux Valley as to when this will be completed.  

The status of the water project was discussed.  

The budget ordinance will not be completed until Monday, September 18th, 2006.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the Budget Ordinance until Monday, September 18th, 2006.  The motion carried. 

The utility manager submitted quotes to trade in the mower and for a skid loader.  The two items were discussed. 

The board informed the utility manager that he no longer to mow right-of-way property.  That is the responsibility of the property owner. 

An alternate access to the school and parking for the school was discussed. 

The water that was discharged by the contractors installing the water lines to the school was discussed.  Over 45,000 gallons of water were accidentally discharged almost draining the water tower.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to bill the Engineer in charge of the project for the water loss. The motion carried. No fine will be charged. 

A quote to repair the front of the Museum and put in a new door was received from Richter Construction.  The amount is for $1100.00.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to have Richter Construction proceed with the repair of the front of the Museum.  The motion carried. 

The American Legion Auxiliary has donated $250.00 to the Humboldt Community Center.  The Town Board would like to thank them for the generous donation.  It is greatly appreciated.  

The repair of the HCC front doors was discussed. 

Items to be added to the utility ordinances included more defined guidelines for late notice notifications and property owner evictions.  

The Bills, Payroll and Financials were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the Bills, Payroll and Financials.  

The meeting on Monday, September 18th, 2006 will be at 7:00 p.m.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 10:00 p.m.  The motion carried.
