City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, December 8th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairmen Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Dawn Hahn and Leslie Ideker.  
The minutes of the November 10th and November 12th 2008 meetings were reviewed.  After review, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Open discussion was held.  Items discussed included the turn out at Santa Day, the “dog running at large” court hearing today that the finance officer had to appear at and the Avis Mathison property. 

Pay for the bar employees and promotional drinks were discussed. 

The board indicated that they would like an ad put in the paper and at job service to advertise for part time help at the bar.  The finance officer will submit the information to both the paper and job service. 
The board also indicated that both of the bar managers should be at the first meeting every month to discuss revenue and expenses. 

Ed Begemen arrived at 7:45 p.m. to discuss purchasing bar stools and a walk-in cooler from an auction being held in Sioux Falls.  The expenses and revenues for the bar were discussed.  The check cashing machine, promotional drinks and the expanding of the lottery room were all discussed.   The board indicated that the purchase of bar stools and a cooler should be postponed until next year.  
Ed left at 8:00 p.m.  

The public hearing for the renewal of the liquor licenses for the Trophy Room, Town and Country Store, Humboldt Bar, Humboldt Liquor Store and the Humboldt Community Center was held.  

The closet at the Humboldt Community Center was discussed.  No bids were received for the first request for bids.  The board indicated that they would advertise for bids again. 

After discussion and review, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the renewal applications for all of the businesses.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Don Boll was present to update the board on the Westside sewer lift situation.  The temporary pump has been installed and is working fine.  The thickness of the can around the lift station is thick enough according to information obtained by the engineer.  The pumps for the permanent fix have been ordered however, there is not a solid delivery date.  Donnie also wanted to know what type of controls the board wanted to order to run the pumps.  He will get quotes on several different controls and quotes on the cost of installation of the controls before the next meeting on December 22nd, 2008.   

The two year landfill agreement with the city of Sioux Falls was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Kaufman to approve the landfill agreement.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The car show, church signs and salary actions were all discussed. 

The plat for the Town of Humboldt for Lot 5, of Block 3 of the Rusmill Addition and the replat for Lot 16 to Lot 16A and 16B of the Rusmill Addition were both submitted for approval.  After discussion and review a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to approve the plat and replat of the Rusmill properties.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Ordinance number O-12-08-08-01 regarding the 2008 Supplemental Budget was submitted for the first reading.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the first reading of Ordinance O-12-08-08-01. Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes. The second reading will be on December 22nd, 2008.   

The bills for the month of December and the financials for the month of November were reviewed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the bills and financials.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. (E-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
