 City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, February 13th, 2007.  The meeting was rescheduled from Monday February 12th due to conflicts with children’s activities.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Joni Langley was present for the Municipal Bar.  
The minutes of the regular meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Dave Froke arrived at 7:05 p.m. 

Dave Froke was present to discuss a donation for the fireman’s fund raiser and offering free drink tickets. The city has already agreed to donate a keg and Dave wanted to offer something for the people who do not drink beer.  
After discussion a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to offer $2.00 drinks from 6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. and donate five $20.00 gift certificates from the Municipal Bar for the Fire Department Fund Raiser.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to budget an additional $400.00 for the Fire Department for the year 2008 specifically for the Fire Department Fund Raiser.  The motion carried. 

Dave Froke left at 7:35 p.m. 

The bids for the pay loader were opened.  One bid from Sheehan was received.  The bid was in the amount of $78,000.00.  A motion was made Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to accept the bid from Sheehan for the old pay loader and proceed with the purchase of the new pay loader.  The motion carried. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the inventory software program.  The motion carried. 

The check cashing and credit card machine through Guardian was discussed.  The machine is $557.00 and the processing is done through Heartland Payment Systems. 

Heartland can also down load the current Visa machine with their software and the visa machine can be relocated to the finance office and used for utility bill payments. Heartlands Payment Systems monthly fees and rates on the transactions are less our current plan.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the purchase of the check cashing/visa machine from Guardian.  The motion carried. 

Employees at the bar were discussed.  Ryan Hinrich has been hired part time and is willing to work as much as needed.  

Other item discussed for the Municipal Bar included the status of outstanding tabs, the unemployment appeal, vent hood cleaning, duct work cleaning, painting the walls, new shelves in the front and a hand washing sink.  
Karaoke will be scheduled for once a month. 

Joni Langley left at 8:00 p.m.  

Bob Neilson has requested a DSL hookup at the municipal bar to speed up the computer connection to the server in the finance office.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the installation of DSL at the Municipal Bar.  The motion carried. 

Resolution R-01-22-07-01 was submitted for amendment.  The original resolution for a replacement reserve fund indicated both water and wastewater.  DENR requested that the resolution be amended to state that the replacement reserve fund is strictly for the water fund.  The amendment was made.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the amendment to Resolution R-01-22-07-01 indicating that it is strictly a Water Repair and Replacement Reserve Fund.  The motion carried.  (E-mail attached).

The possibility of an Election this year was discussed.  An election can not be verified until all petitions have been turned in and signatures verified.  Final date for filing is February 23rd, 2007.  

Other items discussed included a city credit card and surplus property.  

A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to donate the old copy machine to the Becker’s Bright Beginnings.  The motion carried. 

Land to the south of Scott Bentley was discussed. 

The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried.  
With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 p.m.  The motion carried.
