City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, March 24th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker and Ritchy Griepp.  Others present were Dee Steineke, Matt Jensen and Dan Ahlers.  

The minutes of the March 11th and March 17th meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to add Dan Ahlers to the agenda.  The motion carried. 

Open discussion was then held. Items discussed included the Summer Ball Program, Summer Fun Days and Clean up day. 

The floor in the walk-in cooler in the bar was discussed.  The utility manager contacted the Department of Health to get the details on what needed to be done to the floor.  The Department of Health indicated that is needed to be a smoother surface for cleaning.  The utility manager got a quote for stainless steel flooring in the amount of $500.00.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to put the stainless steel flooring in the walk-in cooler.  The motion carried. 
The floor behind the bar was discussed. A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the flooring behind the bar.  The motion carried. 
Matt Jensen was present to request a donation from the Municipal bar to defray the cost of the Nat’l Dart Tournament. The board will discuss it with the bar manager. 
Pat Stofferahn requested a donation from the Municipal bar for his race car. There are several individuals who race in town.  After discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to not sponsor any racing teams because of the lack of funding through the Municipal Bar. The motion carried. 

Dee Steineke was present to discuss the vehicles on her property.  The vehicle on the east side of the property has been sold and they are waiting for the new owner to collect the vehicle.  All other vehicles are licensed except the camero.  The camero is being restored and will be licensed later this spring.  The board indicated that if the S-10 on the east side of the property is not moved in two weeks, it will be towed and place behind the shop.  

Others with vehicle issues are Charles Jacobsen, Andy Bethke, Dan Zimmer, Lana Ahlquist and Beth Beaner.  Charles Jacobsen sent an e-mail and letter stating that he is not driving the vehicle and does not want to license it until his child is old enough to drive.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to send a letter to Mr. Jacobson explaining the ordinance and that he is required to have the vehicle licensed or in a building.  The motion carried. 
Andy Bethke is also restoring his vehicle and will license it when the restoration is complete. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to tow Dan Zimmer’s vehicle, Lana Ahlquist’s vehicle and Beth Beaner’s vehicles on Tuesday the 25th, 2008 as stated in the letter.  The motion carried. 

The storm drainage behind Tammy Lukes was discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to have the area behind Lukes property shot with a transit and dug out and connect to the natural drainage on the east side of the property so that the area can drain.  The motion carried. 
The piano at the HCC was discussed.   A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to declare the piano surplus and sell it.  The motion carried.  

The utility manager is working on the siren issue.  He has a call into the installers in Kansas City and is waiting for a call back.  
There are some sewer issues on Madison Street.  The utility manager requested to have a sum of money allotted for sewer jetting.  After discussion a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to allot $4000.00 for sewer jetting and the utility manager will be in charge of deciding which sewers need to be jetted.  The motion carried. 

The pump house demolition was discussed and the information for Paint South Dakota was reviewed. 

The West Central PTO has requested the use of the Humboldt Community Center for membership recruitment.  They requested the fee for the small room be waived.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to waive the $50.00 fee.  The motion carried. 
The building permit fee for Penny Humphrey was discussed.  The permit was approved and paid for.  However, Penny has run into some medical issues and is not able to complete the project and is requesting a refund of the fee.  After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to refund $123.50 of the fee.  The motion carried. 

Dan Ahlers was present to give the council and update on the 2008 legislative session.  Several items were discussed including property taxes, liquor licenses and open meeting laws.  
With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
