City Board Meeting 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, June 23rd, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Dawn Hahn.  Others present were Don Shumaker, Pat Siemonsma, Deb Webb and Mike Smith.  
A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Leslie to add the HCC Surplus Tables, HCC Supply Closet, tile the park and ball park and fencing in the empty lot by the bar. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes. 

The minutes of the June 9th and June 16th meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes.  

Open discussion was held.  Allen’s ball team had a tournament this last Saturday at diamonds B&C.  They made almost $1100.00 with concessions, admissions and entry fees for the summer recreation program.  They had an excellent turnout.  

The lease for the diamonds at the school was discussed. 

The flooring in the bar was discussed.  Since the board does not want to do anything until after the car show, Mike is getting one more quote and having one of the companies re-quote the flooring with an under lament.  Having the empty lot next to the bar fenced off or fixing the stage were discussed.  After discussion, it was decided that repairing the stage would be the most cost effective.  The utility man will do the repairs. 

Don Shumaker was present to discuss the property south of Pressler Park.  The school was approached to purchase the property to the east of what the City is purchasing; they have not given a response to the offer.  Muth and Schmeichel will attend the next School Board meeting to inquire what the school has decided.  Drain tile was discussed.  Hahn inquired what the property was for because she was not on the board when the property was purchased.  The land is for a future ball diamond, possible pool and more area for the car show. After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to add the option to purchase an additional 2.4 acres from Shumaker for $7,500.00 for five years to the original purchase agreement.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes.  

The July 3rd and 5th weekend celebration was discussed. The beer garden will be serving aluminum cans not kegs.  The ad for the celebration was discussed.  The paper will be contacted to make it larger. 

The back up vehicle was discussed.  The vehicle from Huron Surplus property was not purchased because it had a natural gas fuel back up system.  A vehicle was located at Big City Motors on 12th Street.  The amount of the vehicle was $5100.00 with a $79.00 filing fee.  The vehicle was purchased and the bill will be approved with the July bills.  

Deb Webb was present to discuss the Faith Lutheran parking lot.  The utility man will be working on the culvert and driveway this month.  He has also mowed and sprayed it.  

Deb left at 8:00 p.m.  

Pat Siemonsma was present to discuss the speed limit on Ford Street.  He requested that stop signs be placed on 6th and Ford and 2nd and Ford to get the traffic to slow down.  After discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to reduce the speed limit to 20 miles per hour, place a city limits sign and reduce speed ahead signs south of the West Central bus entrance, place a three way stop at the intersection of Ford and 6th Street and a four way stop at Ford and 2nd Street.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all members voting yes. 
Pat Siemonsma left at 8:20 p.m.  

The road entering Luden’s Implement was discussed. 

The round wooden tables at the Humboldt Community Center were discussed.  There are approximately 22 of them.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to declare the tables surplus and advertise for sealed bid. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes.  

Making a larger storage closet in the kitchen to store the chemicals and other items that should not be close to the furnace or electrical panels was discussed.   A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to get quotes for the closet at the community center.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes. 

Information regarding the STIP meetings and the FCC TV change were handed to the board members.  

The repairing of pot holes on 6th street was discussed. 

Drainage behind Lukes, at the Ball Park and Pressler Park were all discussed. 

The financials for the month of June were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to approve the financials.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m.  The motion carried.
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
