City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, November 26th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker, Ritchy Griepp, and Theresa Muth.  

The minutes of the November 12th, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 
The public hearing for the liquor license renewal was held.  No one from the public was present.  After review, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the renewals for the Municipal Bar, the Municipal Liquor Store and the Humboldt Community Center.  The motion carried. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to approve the renewal application for the Town and Country Store.  The motion carried. 

The renewal application for the Trophy Room Lounge and Casino was discussed.  There were questions as to how much of the building the liquor license covered.  The building permit for the lounge area specified 2800 sq feet which would be the 80 x 35 west section of the building.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the renewal of the license with the specific dimensions of 80 x 35 of the west portion of the building included in the legal description of the license.  The motion carried. 

The second reading of the revised 2007 Planning and Zoning Ordinances was held.  After discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve the second reading of Ordinance PZ-11-12-07.  The motion carried. (E-mails attached)

The 4th and final pay request for the water project from KHC Construction was submitted for approval.  The pay request is the amount of $5000.00. A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to approve the pay request.  The motion carried. 
Items discussed regarding the bar included the daily till counts, profit and loss statement, the purchase of a deep fryer and the sale of the bar.  

Turkey Day was a success and all of the businesses have been sent Thank You’s and an ad was put in the paper.  
Santa day was discussed.  The hay rides and a movie will start at 5:00 p.m. at the Community Center, the tree lighting will be at 6:00 p.m. at the marquee at the corner of 2nd and Main St, Santa will arrive at the tree lighting and be transported to the Community Center where he will take pictures with the kids and collect Christmas Lists.  Cookies, hot chocolate and cider will be served at the Community Center.  Hay rides and the movie will continue after the tree lighting.  

The set up of trees at the HCC has been cancelled due to a wedding on the 8th, of December.  
Having a tree set up in Pierre at the capitol next year was discussed. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
