City Board Minutes
The City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, March 13th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Melissa Berghorst, Toby from SECOG, and Bob Zirpel were also present.  

A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to add Toby from SECOG to the agenda after open discussion.  The motion carried.

The minutes of the February 26th, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth to approve the minutes with the change that admissions and raffle tickets for the street dance were discussed.  The motion carried. 

The floor was then open to discussion.  Bob Zirpel was present to discuss dogs running at large.  He was recently running on HWY 38 and an unleashed dog charged him.  His concern was public awareness as to what steps need to be taken when incidents such as that occur.  Do they call the Sheriff’s Dept., call the finance office and file a complaint or call Second Chance Rescue.  After discussion, the board indicated that the procedures for reporting an incident with an animal, weather it be a bite, running at large or disturbing the peace will be put in the next news letter to the residents.  Bob Zirpel left at 7:10 p.m.

Toby from SECOG was present to submit a change to the Planning and Zoning regulation which would change the Board of Adjustment to the Planning and Zoning Commission and the City Board would not be involved with the decision making of Variances or Conditional Use Permits.  A decision was not needed until the next Planning and Zoning meeting.  The board indicated that they would like to discuss the matter with the Planning and Zoning Board and scheduled a meeting for Monday, March 19, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. prior to the Equalization meeting.  Toby left at 7:35 p.m. 

Joni Langley was present to discuss the Municipal Bar.  First item discussed was the amount to charge for 16 gallon kegs and all of the required attachments. After discussion, a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to charge $100.00 for the keg, $5.00 for the sleeve of glasses, a $15.00 deposit on the keg, a $40.00 deposit on the tapper and a $150.00 deposit on the cold plate. The motion carried. 
The price of beer and drinks and happy hour were discussed.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to decrease the price of all beer by $0.25 and leave the mixed drink prices the same.  The motion carried.  
A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to have a Happy hour Monday thru Thursday and all beers and drinks will be decreased by $0.25.  The motion carried. 

Hiring a Bar Manager was discussed.  A job description will be compiled and reviewed at the meeting on the 19th.  The position will be advertised. 

Other items discussed regarding the bar included scheduling, Sundays, extending happy hour, including happy hour on Friday and Saturday, employee meetings, and promotions and off sale liquor sales. 

Pay requests for the Water Project were submitted for approval.  The payment request for the State Revolving Fund Loan is $4559.00 and the payment request for the Consolidated Grant is $1385.00.  After review, a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the payment requests.  The motion carried. 
The summer ball program was discussed.  The ball teams have decided to have a raffle to help fund additional ball diamonds and other improvements.  Their will be 300 tickets sold for $50.00 a piece.  Items to be raffled include a John Deere riding lawn mower, a 32 inch and 37 inch plasma TV, a foosball table and other smaller items.  The next coaches meeting will be on Monday, March 26th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Community Center. 
Documentation for the Midco Grant has been submitted and information is being collected to apply for the Game, Fish, and Parks Land Acquisition grant.  

The Street Dance was discussed. 

The Car Show was discussed and a meeting will be set up with Impact Auto and Dave Liesinger to finalize a date and who will be responsible for what. 

The Contracts for NorthWestern Energy’s Natural Gas Project Management Service Agreement and Natural Gas System Services Agreement were submitted for approval.  

The Natural Gas Board submitted a recommendation to approve the two agreements.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the Contracts with NorthWestern Energy. The motion carried. 

The district meeting, trailer and mobile homes were discussed. 

The Fire Department Annual Contract and Insurance agreement were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the contract and agreement. 

The utility manager was present to discuss several items.  Second Avenue and Main Street are in need of crack sealing.  The utility manager will get a quote and submit it at the next meeting. 

A building to store the stuff from the pump house, painting the front doors at the Hcc, painting the door and columns at the picnic shelter and putting up the letters for the museum were all discussed. 

Prior to putting up the letters on the Museum, the front needs to get painted.  Donnie will get quotes for the painting jobs.  Options for additional storage will be reviewed and the letters for the Museum will be put up as soon as the front is painted. 
The petition received from 38 Special and T’N’T’ Antiques to have a portion of Stofferahn Street asphalted was discussed.  DOT has been contacted to see if they are doing any additional projects on HWY 38.  DOT gave the finance office the name of the contractor they are going through to finish the Salem to HWY 19 project from last year.  The supervisor will be contacted for pricing. 

The speed on HWY 38 has also been an issue.  The finance officer has been in contact with Scott Jansen from DOT.  He has reviewed the accident reports for the intersection of HWY 19 and 38 and indicated that he would request additional signing and pavement markings be placed on both sides of HWY 19 on HWY 38.  They will also be inspecting the intersection later this spring to review site distance and the curve of the HWY.  

Christmas Lights were discussed. 

A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to appoint Marion Puthoff, Leroy Puthoff and Agnes Even as the election board for the April 10th, 2007 election.  The polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. REMEMBER TO VOTE!

The bills, financial and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll for the month.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m.  The motion carried.
