City Board Minutes 

The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, December 22nd, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustee present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Dawn Hahn and Jeff Kaufman.  Others present were Becky and Tony Reynolds.  

The minutes of the December 2nd and December 8th 2008 meetings were reviewed.  After review a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to amend the agenda to add the old bar tables, bar business and utility bills.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  
Three bids were received for the old bar tables and chairs.  Since there are enough tables and chairs for all three bids, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to accept all three bids.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Other items discussed included a freezer from Hot Stuff Foods, year end inventory, and the break down of bar revenue and expenses for the past five years.  

The sewer lift station on the west side of town was discussed.  Quotes were received from Dakota pump and Hydro Tech Service.  The quotes from Dakota Pump were for $56,000.00 and $38,000.00.  The quotes from Hydro Tech for the same systems were $30,651.00 and $39,031.00.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to order the pumps and accessories from Hydro Tech in the amount of $30,651.00.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to go into executive session at 7:25 p.m. to discuss 2009 salary actions.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to reconvene the meeting at 7:35 p.m.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to increase the HCC janitor and the part time help by $0.25.  Roll call was held. The motion carried, with Hahn, Muth, Kaufman and Schmeichel voting yes and Ideker abstaining.  

A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Hahn to leave the pay range for the bar employees at $7.25 to $8.75.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  

A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Hahn to increase the Utility Manager and the Finance Officer pay by 3%, continue to pay 100% of individual Health Insurance and add one day of vacation for the finance officer.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. 
A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Kaufman to leave the Planning and Zoning and the Natural Gas board at $20.00 per meeting.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. 

A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Hahn to leave the Council Members pay at $720.00 per year plus $70.00 per attended meeting.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members present voting yes. 

Ordinance O-12-08-08-1 regarding the 2008 Supplemental Budget was submitted for the second reading.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the second reading of the Supplemental Budget with suggested changes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. (E-mail attached)  

The Contingency Transfer Resolution R-12-08-08-01 was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Hahn to approve the Contingency Resolution.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  (E-mail attached). 
The payroll for the month of December was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Muth to approve the December payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. (E-mail attached)
