City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, April 15th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Jeff Kaufman and Ritchy Griepp.  Others present were Mike Smith Bar Manager, Mark Harden and Duane Struck with the Humboldt Township and Don Shumaker.  

The minutes of the March 24th, 2008 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  The motion carried.   A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Schmeichel to add the Humboldt Township to the agenda after open discussion.  The motion carried.  

Open discussion was then held.  Items discussed included the Historical meeting, Car Show meeting, the 4th of July meeting and the Humboldt Economic Development meeting. 

Mark Harden and Duane Struck were present to discuss putting a water line to the new Township building on Washington Street.  The hookup fee and the monthly billings were discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to put in the water service to the Township building, waive the $200.00 water Hookup fee and bill the minimum of $7.50 per month.  The motion carried.  Duane and Mark also stated that if the City ever needed to use the blade or needed help with anything such as moving snow, just let the township know and they will help with any resources they have available.  Mark and Duane left at 7:10 p.m.     

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to move the Park Land after the Township.  The motion carried.  Don Shumaker was present to discuss the purchase of a little over 5 acres of land south of the current Pressler Park.  Mr. Shumaker has negotiated the sale in the amount of $7,500.00 per acre and the property to the east of the proposed road extension will be offered to the school.  He figured that the official platting of the property could be split 50/50 between the school and the City.  After discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to purchase the land at $7,500.00 per acre.  The motion carried with Kaufman, Muth, Schmeichel and Ideker voting yes and Griepp voting no.  
Annexing in the property that is not in the city limits was discussed. 

Items discussed for the Municipal Bar included the flooring behind the bar and in the bathrooms, karaoke, the financials, events in the beer garden this summer, the purchase of a couple of roasters, and painting and decorating the bar.  
Health insurance quotes were reviewed.  The quotes received from Dakotacare and Blue Cross Blue Shield did not offer the same benefits for the price.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to stay with the Healthpool for medical insurance.  The motion carried.  
The quotes for liability and property insurance were reviewed.  Because the two quotes were submitted in a different format, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to table the quotes and have a third party review it prior to the April 28th, 2008 meeting.  The motion carried. 

The 4th of July and Summer Fun day events were discussed.  The ball team can not get a game set up for the 4th.  They can get one for the 3rd.  After discussion, it was decided to have the ball game and the fireworks on the 3rd of July and the Street Dance and Parade on July 5th.  The band Sugar Daddy has not confirmed the date.  Several phone calls and e-mails have been sent with no response.  Other bands will be contacted for the event. 

The hole on Ken Mathieu’s property was discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to send a letter informing Mr. Mathieu that the hole is a nuisance and must be filled.  The motion carried. 

The garbage being placed in the back of a pick up truck and not being picked up by a garbage service was discussed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to send Mr. Dan Zimmer a letter regarding the nuisance and to have the property cleaned up.  The motion carried. 

Chip sealing the streets was discussed.  The utility manager will measure up the streets and get quotes for the work.  

The total amount of bonds outstanding and final payment dates were requested.  The finance officer will compile the information for the next meeting.  

Culverts and drainage were discussed for property at 2nd and Lincoln, 5th and Madison, and 6th and Main St.  Culverts and a driveway will be placed on 6th Ave, North of the Faith Lutheran Church as previously agreed upon.  

A letter will be sent to Dan Barenklau and MaryAnn Christensen regarding the digging out of the culvert and ditch on the south side of 2nd Ave so the properties and the street drain properly.  If this option is not agreeable between the property owner’s, then they will be requested to come to the next council meeting to discuss options. 

The dump truck has needed some major repairs.

Clean up day was discussed.  The day has been planned the only problem has been arranging the pick up of tires.  After discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to NOT accept tires at this year’s clean up day because they can not be disposed of without a substantial charge.  The motion carried. 

The utility manager, Don Boll, and the City of Humboldt have both been issued Drinking Water Certificate of Achievement Awards.  Congratulations Don Boll!!!   

Installing the Score boards on Diamonds “B” and “C” were discussed.  A letter of request will be submitted to the West Central School Board to request approval of the installation.  The City would be responsible for the maintenance of the score boards along with the rest of the ball diamond as has been done in the past. 

The cost of poles for the two new street lights on Main Street was discussed.  The utility manager will investigate the most cost effective options and schedule the installation. 
The rental price for the HCC for local businesses was discussed.  A local business requested the use of the HCC at a reduced cost due to the amount of time it would be used. Other local businesses have used the HCC and paid the full price.  After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to charge the full price for the rental of the HCC.  The motion carried with Kaufman, Muth, Ideker and Griepp voting yes and Schmeichel abstaining.  
The janitor is stripping and waxing the floors at the HCC.  The piano was discussed.  It will be advertised on the marquee as surplus property.  The janitor requested new casters for the table carts.  The utility manager will order them.  Other items discussed included changing the locks because too many people have keys and are accessing the building without authorization, and purchasing new tables and chairs.  

The HCC Rental Contract will be reviewed to verify that it specifically states that the use of tape on the walls is prohibited. 

A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to pay the bar manager a flat fee of $200.00 for painting the bar.  The motion carried. 

The election on April 8th, 2008 was discussed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to provide labels to anyone who requests them at a charge of $10.00.  The motion carried. 

Copies, faxes and notary seals already have prices established for these services.  These services have been available through the finance office for several years.  
The results of the election were canvassed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to accept the results of the canvass, which were Hahn 48 votes and Griepp 45 votes.  The motion carried.

Finance officer school is June 10 through the 13th   in Oacoma.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to send both finance officers to schooling and pay the fees and motel room.  The motion carried. 

The plat for the Rus-mil addition platting lots 14 and 15 was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the plat.  The motion carried with Muth, Griepp, Kaufman and Schmeichel voting yes and Ideker abstaining.  

A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve the purchase of a two year anti-virus for the server at $149.99 and a photo editing program for $69.00 for the history books.  The motion carried. 
Unpaid utility bills were discussed.  

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 10:00 p.m.  The motion carried.
