City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, January 28th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel. Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Ritchy Griepp and Leslie Ideker.  Others present included Mike Milstad and James Hoekman from the Sheriff’s Department, Amber Gibson and Cindy Konda from SECOG, Pat Carey from Banner and Associates and Vince Siemonsma.
The minutes of the January 14th, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

The public hearing for the SRF Loan Application for the wastewater project was held.  The initial application submitted to the water plan included replacing several feet of sewer pipe on 2nd Ave and 6th St.  However, when Banner and Associates submitted an updated cost estimate, they only included the rip rap at the lagoon and the Pond depth indicators.  The next deadline for the SRF Loan Application is April 15th, 2008.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to table the SRF Loan Resolution and review other options and revise the application request.  The motion carried. 

Amber, Cindy and Pat all left at 7:25 p.m.  

Mike Milstad and James Hoekman were present for the Minnehaha Sheriff’s Department.  Chairman Schmeichel indicated that the council had had complaints regarding the lack of follow-up on reports of incidences in Humboldt.  Milstad indicated that he was not aware of any incidences that have not been followed up on.  The board gave specific dates and incidences.  Sgt Hoekman took the information and indicated that he would follow up on the items.  Vince was present to discuss the procedure the Sheriff’s Department had for gas skips.  Other items discussed included patrolling, increasing or decreasing hours, time of day the department patrols and setting up a neighborhood watch.  Milstad indicated that he would gladly talk to any of the board members when they have concerns all they need to do is call him.      

Open discussion was then held.  The Summer Ball meeting has been scheduled for February 12th, 2008, at the Humboldt Community Center at 7:00 p.m.  The meeting for the car show has been scheduled for the regular meeting on February 11th, 2008 and the 4th of July and fun days meeting will be on March 6th, 2008.  Both of these meetings will be at 7:00 p.m. at the finance office.  Any one interested is welcome to attend any of the meetings. A Sioux Falls Community Foundation meeting will be scheduled later this spring.  
Purchasing additional park land was discussed.
Flooring, beer prices and the cooler were all discussed for the bar.  
The $50.00 charge for the use of the Fire Hall during Santa Days was discussed.  Donating a lump sum for the Fireman’s Fund Raiser was also discussed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to contribute a lump sum of $400.00 to the Fireman’s fund raiser and waive $50.00 of the HCC rental charge for the fund raiser, in lieu of paying for the Fire Hall during Santa Days.  The motion carried.  

The annual contract for Fire and Ambulance service and the Equipment Use contract were both submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to approve the contracts.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Kaufman, Muth and Griepp voting yes and Ideker abstaining. 
Abandon vehicles were discussed.   
Personnel issues were also discussed. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
