The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, January 22nd, 2007.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  
Others present included Jim Jarding, Ken Sieverding, Mark Harden and Duane Struck.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to amend the agenda to add the Township. The motion carried. 

Jim Jarding was present to report on the Natural Gas Board meeting.  We have locked in 50% of our gas usage through March 2007.  The utility manager priced out digital readers for the large meters.  They are under thirty dollars so they have been ordered and will be replaced as soon as the weather gets nice.  
Joni Langley arrived at 7:05 p.m. 

The Township Board was present to discuss a lease for the property where their shed is located.  The property is the cities and was leased to the township many years ago.  The Township is looking at putting up a new building and would like to update the lease.  The City Attorney will be contact to draw up a new lease. 
Township members left at 7:10 p.m.

Joni Langley was present to discuss the municipal bar.  Having the bar open on Sunday was discussed.  The bar will be open on Sundays starting January 27th, 2007.  Other items discussed included hiring another full time person and advertising for additional part time help, Servsafe classes, return checks, a check cashing machine and inventory software.  
The fireman’s fund raiser was discussed.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to donate one keg and pop until the first keg is gone.  The motion carried. 

Bar policies, bank accounts and the Off-sale Liquor License were also discussed. 

Joni Langley left at 8:15 p.m.

Don Boll was present to discuss trading in the pay loader.  Lease options were reviewed.  The utility man will do some more checking on payment plans and have the information for the February 12th, 2007 meeting.  

The board would like to have the city employees wear shirts with a Town of Humboldt logo.  Prices were obtained from Superior Graphics.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to purchase two shirts each for Donnie, Kristie and Jen.  The motion carried. 

Overhauling the Dump Truck engine was discussed. Quotes were obtained from ATS in the amount of $4100.00 and Franks Repair in the amount of $3400.00.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to have Franks Repair overhaul the dump truck engine.  The motion carried. 

Resolution R-01-22-07-01 regarding the establishment of a repair and replacement fund for the water fund and resolution R-01-22-07-02 designating a project certifying officer for the water project were submitted to approval.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the resolutions.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached) 

Payment Request #1 was submitted for approval by Banner and Associates.  The payment request was in the amount of $80,899.20.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve Payment Request #1 in the amount of $80,899.20.  The motion carried. 

Reimbursement requests for the State Revolving Loan Fund and the Consolidated Grant were submitted by SECOG for approval.  The amount of reimbursement requested for the State Revolving Loan Fund was $99,083.00 and the amount requested for the Consolidated Grant was $30,099.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve both reimbursement requests.  The motion carried.  All of the appropriate documents were signed. 

Stop signs, the Minnehaha County Sheriff’s Department and surplus property were all discussed.  

Bills were submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the bills.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
