City Board Minutes
The town board met in special session on June 19th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:10 pm.  Trustees present were Ritchy Griepp, and Theresa Muth.  Other present were: Mike Fokken, Dan Pressler, Vince Siemonsma, Heath Siemonsma, Julie Kueter, Dave Froke, Ralph Tuschen, Bryan Hahn, Kira Schmeichel, Randy Davidson, and Larry Johns.
The first order of business was to review the schedule of events for Fun days, review the parade route, parking areas and parking for trailers, Heath Siemonsma asked that the 5K run registration be added to the monthly newsletter and sent in the utility bills, and flyers for Mayor’s motorcade. 

An advertising bid was submitted by Anderson Publications for six weeks before the car show, and to involve Montrose, Canistota, Colton, and Hartford.  The bid was for $1500.00 and Randy at Anderson will be contacting the other towns for $125.00 each to be applied to the bid of $1500.00.  Allen Schmeichel motioned to approve the bid pending the other community’s agreement.  Theresa Muth seconded the motion.  All approved. Motion carried.
Larry Johns from Beal Distributing submitted a proof for the Fun Days cups.  He also offered to help with advertising and signage for fun days.  Beal Distributing is willing to send advertising along with delivery drivers to hang at delivery locations.  Larry is also willing to work with the other communities involved in the mayor’s motorcade for advertising.  Allen Schmeichel motioned to approve the proof, Ritchy Griepp seconded.  All approved.  Motion carried.
Mike Fokken presented a map of Pressler Park with a layout of the car show.  He asked that the city make cones available for use at the car show.  Mike recommended a staff of four on duty for the mayor’s motorcade on Friday evening.

Dave Froke spoke on behalf of the American Legion.  The American Legion is willing to help the city with beer sales for the car show and street dance.  They would like all proceeds to be set aside for a future war memorial in Humboldt.  Theresa Muth motioned to waive a fee for a liquor license for the American Legion on the basis that the organization is not for profit.  Ritchy Griepp seconded the motion.  All approved.  Motion carried.

Bryon Hahn was present representing the Humboldt Sharpshooters.  He asked that the sharpshooter’s peddler’s permit fee be waived as his organization is non-profit.  Allen motioned to waive the fee.  Ritchy Griepp seconded. All approved.  Motion carried.

With no further business Theresa Muth motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Allen Schmeichel seconded the motion.  All approved. Motion carried at 8:25 pm.
