City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, March 11th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Ritchy Griepp.  Others present were Mike Smith for the Municipal Bar, Adam Sundermann, Katie Schneider, and Gary Schneider. 
The minutes of the February 25th, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

The drawing of lots for placement on the ballot for the Municipal Election to be held on April 8th, 2008 was held.  The placement on the ballot will be in the following manner: 
Dawn Hahn—Three year term 
Ritchy Griepp—Three year term  

Open discussion was then held.  Items discussed included having Dan Ahlers at the next meeting to give the board an update on what is going on in the legislature, clean up day and a city wide rummage the same day, and the Humboldt Economic Development meeting that is scheduled for Tuesday night.  
Adam Sundermann, Katie Schneider and Gary Schneider were all present to discuss the rental of the Humboldt Community Center for a wedding reception on April 5th, 2008.  They had questions regarding the contract, what items at the HCC could be used, if they could use the hall on Sunday for gift opening, what the indemnification clause entailed and that no alcohol would be allowed on the premises for the event.  All questions were answered by the council.  Adam Sundermann, Katie Schneider and Gary Schneider all left at 7:15 p.m.   
Mike Smith was present to discuss the Municipal Bar.  Items discussed included the Auto Fry, financials and the flooring in the walk in cooler.  The Auto Fry is up and running.  Mike has added some new items for deep fat frying to the menu such as shrimp and thick cut crinkle fries. The old item such as tater tots and onion rings are selling very well with the deep fryer.  
More part time help is needed at the bar.  An ad will be placed in the paper.  

The beer cooler is not working properly.  New coolers will be priced. 

Park land, Board of Equalization meeting and the mosquito fogger were all discussed.  

The board was updated on the abandon vehicles.  After discussion a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to send another letter to the individuals who have not resolved the abandon vehicle issue to take care of the vehicle or it will be towed and fines of $100.00 per day may be assessed to the property.  The motion carried. 

The wastewater project was discussed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Ideker to postpone the paperwork for the State Revolving Loan application.  The motion carried 

The 4th of July and Summer Fun Day meeting will be on Thursday, March 13th, 2008 at the finance office.  

Past due utilities were discussed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to send letters to the past due utility business owners stating that the bills must be paid in full or the water will be disconnected and if they would like to discuss the issue with the council to be at the March 24th, 2008 meeting.   The motion carried. 
The utility manager discussed the demolition of the pump house and the possibility of the City of Humboldt fogging for the Town of Montrose.  

Updating the ordinances was discussed.  The finance officers and Toby from SECOG will get a draft together for the board to review, make changes to, and have public hearings on.   Toby will be here Thursday, March 13th, 2008 for the first review.   
Ordinance O-02-25-08 regarding Dynamic Engine Breaking was submitted for the second reading.  After review a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the second reading of the Ordinance.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)  
The Code Enforcement Training Conference will be held in Pierre on April 30th and May 1st, 2008.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to have both finance officers attend the training.  The motion carried. 

The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 p.m.  The motion carried.
