Natural Gas Minutes 
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Thursday, April 16th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Harvey Shumaker at 7:05 p.m.  Members present were Lynn Froke, Kira Schmeichel and Cara Luke.  Mike Shumaker was absent. 
The minutes of the January 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Froke and seconded by Luke to approve the January 2009 minutes.  The motion carried. 

The financials for January, February and March 2009 were all reviewed.  A motion was made by Froke and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the financials.  The motion carried. 

Rates paid for January, February and March 2009 were reviewed along with a spreadsheet showing what percentages and dollar amounts have been locked in for the next 12 months.  

Both finance officers will be in Rapid City at a PUC Natural Gas Seminar on April 21st through April 23rd. 

The utility manager wanted to know if he could sell our CGI Meter which is thirteen years old to the City of Garretson and purchase a new one.  The cost of a new one would be about $1000.00.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Froke to approve the sale of the old CGI Meter to Garretson.  The motion carried. 

A motion was made by Froke and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the purchase of the new CGI Meter.  The motion carried. 
Cara Luke’s term that she took over for Jay Nelson is up in May 2009.  Cara agreed to be a member for the next five years. 

Northwestern Energy has indicated that they would be interested in purchasing our natural gas system.  They have made the option available to all three of the small Municipal Gas Systems.  After discussion, a motion was made by Froke and seconded by Schmeichel not to pursue the sale of the Natural Gas System.  The motion carried.  

Locking in transportation costs was discussed. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Froke to adjourn the meeting at 7:20 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
