City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, August 25th, 2008.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Dawn Hahn.  Others present were Chad Hanisch and Bill Moran from Howard Green Company and Toby Brown from SECOG.  

The minutes of the August 11th, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Open discussion was held.  Jeff Eckhoff with MCEDA would like to be on the next agenda to talk to the City Board.  The vandalism at the park was discussed. 

Randy Schoenfish arrived at 7:05 p.m. 

Chad Hanisch and Bill Moran were present for the Howard Green Company to discuss the type of engineering services they provide and their rates.  They gave a brief presentation and handed out some information.  They left at 7:20 p.m. 

Randy Schoenfish was present from Schoenfish and Company to give the City Board the draft of the 2006-2007 Audit and discuss the 2007 Annual Report.  The audit will be sent to Legislative Audit for approval.  The final draft will then be submitted to the City Board for approval.  Some of the items discussed included segregation of duties in the finance office, the Municipal Bar, and budget line items.  Randy left at 7:50 p.m. 

Toby Brown with SECOG was present to go over sections one and two of the Humboldt Ordinance revision.  Toby will give the board the sections to review at the first meeting of the month and will be present at the second meeting of the month to go over each section.  The timeline for the final draft is approximately six months.  

The applications for the bar manager were reviewed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to extend the application deadline and advertise in the Colton Shopper, Parker paper, Argus and Madison papers. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The replacement of the street lights on Main Street was discussed.  A quote from Siemonsma Electric was reviewed.  Hahn indicated that she had received several calls regarding the street light project after the minutes of the last meeting were published with the estimated amount of the project.  The quote from Siemonsma was considerably less then the quote from Millerbernd, the company that orders street lights for the City of Sioux Falls.  A quote is still needed for the concrete bases.  Ideker Construction will be contacted for a quote.  The board will review all the quotes at the next meeting.  

Resolution 08-11-08-01 was submitted for approval.  The resolution is to support Opposition of Initiated Measure #10.   A motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Ideker to approve resolution 08-11-08-01 Opposing Initiated Measure #10.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting yes. (E-mail attached)  
The stop sign going up the hill south on Ford Street was discussed.  

A total of 10 interviews for the assistant finance officer position will be held.  Four were done on August 19th.  The rest are scheduled for August 26th, 2008.  

The land swap with West Central School was discussed. 

The policies manual is being reviewed by SECOG and the Personnel Manual is being reviewed by the Attorney. 
The agreement with Second Chance Rescue, Resolution for Fees and the 2009 budget were all discussed. 
With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m.  The motion carried.
