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The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Monday, February 18, 2019 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Vice President Marlene Elko at 6:30 p.m.  Members present at roll call were Lynn Froke, Marlene Elko, Briana Ries and Brenda Haviland.  Eugene Betz and Don Boll were present for Gas Employee Report.

Motion was made by Froke,  seconded by Haviland, all Ayes’ motion carried. The February 18th, 2019 minutes were reviewed.  On a motion by Froke seconded by Ries to approve, all Ayes’, motion carried.  

Jeff Jones with Elliot Construction Inc reported wheat his company has to offer for new service installation system and upgrades. They install for local towns Monday through Saturday OQ’d on plastic and not steel as of yet.  They send off their electrofusion yearly to be calibrated along with filling out the ditch cards, paperwork and require no retainer fee.  Jeff left the meeting at 6:55PM

Eugene Betz resigned 3/11/2019 due to conflict of interest with being the new Humboldt Gas Employee.  Haviland motioned to accept resignation, Froke seconded, all Ayes’, motion carried.

Gas Employee Report given by Don Boll and Eugene Betz.  Eugene has been watching on line training and in contact with Doug Greenway MTI.  There was a call out on Saturday evening of which Heather VanZee had contacted the gas employees due to the 811 not going through.  The call out was not a gas problem but a bad furnace not working at the homeowners home.  Betz read numbers to Centerpoint, the TBS is now working properly.  The PUC audit was completed with Mary Zanter, Don Boll was not present during this and Mike Beaner met with Mary Zanter from the PUC.  Betz had reported on a couple of vehicles that he has come across with a no go from the state surplus site.  In February, the meter reads were completed based off of average usage due to no access to the gas meters with the amount of snow on the properties.  The gas disconnects have not been completed and Don Boll was advised to contact the homeowners and collect on the past due.  

The natural gas odorator and locator purchase is equipment needed for the upcoming street project and for testing.  Betz is to obtain a couple of quotes for a new locator along with creating a 5 year plan.

Haviland motioned to purchase the odorator, Froke seconded, all Ayes’ motion carried.  Boll and Betz left the meeting at 8:15PM.

The part time Natural Gas Employee hours was motioned by Froke to reduce to 16 hours a week and seconded by Ries, all Ayes’ motion carried.

Rate analysis is currently reviewed; the HMGB is going with the prior approval.

The ND/SD Pipleline Safety Operator Training in Bismarck ND April 2-3 for Betz and Haviland to attend.  Froke motioned Ries seconded, all Ayes’ motion carried.  

Due to Town Board approving that the water and gas last month to be estimated, the natural gas report and history was not completed.

Bills, Financial and payroll approved, motioned by Haviland, seconded by Froke.  All ayes, motion carried.

The board reviewed the General Ledger for board training.  Internal audit was completed by reviewing the book entries for the natural gas meters.

With no further business, a motion was made by Haviland seconded by Ries to adjourn the meeting at 9: PM. Motion carried.
