Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes 
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Monday, February 15, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by President Mike Garrey at 6:30p.m. Members present at roll call were Lynn Froke and Brenda Haviland. Donnie Boll and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Others present were Heather VanZee.  
There was a motion by Froke and a second from Haviland to approve and adopt the agenda. Motion carried with all present members voting aye. 
The minutes from the meeting held on January 18, 2016 were reviewed. On a motion by Haviland and a second from Froke the minutes were approved. Motion carried with all present members voting aye.
Cara Luke arrived at 6:32pm.
Board vacancies continue to be a challenge. Many contacts have been made but no one has accepted. The pay for the gas board members has been increased. $50 per meeting attended will be paid to members and $75 per meeting attended will be paid to the president. Concern of low participation on local boards extends from the boards being too big for small communities. Everyone already belongs to one board or another and could be spread too thin if accepting further responsibilities on more boards. Ideas were tossed around on how to get more people involved and more discussion will be had in following meetings.  
Gas employees report. Boll present, Sieverding absent. Gas training has been going on with the city employees and GTS trainer, Terry Hanson. Boll is working on more OQ testing and has already completed and passed 25 tests. Boll will look into the cost of getting a natural gas board member qualified on the system before more training is pursued. A laptop used in natural gas classes has not been working properly. Recently the laptop was cleaned up in hopes of working properly but because of the age of the computer, the problem may not be fixable. Siemonsma will contact B&A Computers to find a resolution to the problem or look into replacing the laptop with a new one. 
No more information is available on the gas main extension. Boll is working on getting more information from Midwest. Follow up information and discussion will be had at the next meeting. 
Past due accounts were discussed. Garrey has met with individuals in person on their gas usage not being recorded properly. Boll has been working on replacing the meters to avoid these problems in the future. Garrey presented the total amount due to Dawn Herr and she is willing to settle the past usage amount immediately. On a motion by Haviland and a second from Froke, the resident’s offer to settle the natural gas utility amount owed was accepted. Motion carried with all present members voting aye. Mr. Tooley remains unresponsive on resolving the issue of unpaid gas utility usage. The previous agreement offered to Mr. Tooley has exceeded its net 15 day terms. On a motion by Froke and a second from Garrey, the prior agreement has been revoked and the full amount owed will now be collected net 10 days to avoid utility shutoff. Motion carried with all present members voting aye.
The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed by the board. On a motion by Froke and a second from Haviland, all claims and payroll were approved. Motion carried with all present members voting aye.
City finance keys will only be available to city employees and board presidents. If there is any reason someone needs into the building, one of these individuals will need to be notified. The office will be rekeyed and DO NOT DUPLICATE keys will be issued. 
Board training on SD One Call will begin at the next meeting. All are welcome to attend.
