
Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes 
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Monday, April 18, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by President Mike Garrey at 6:30p.m. Members present at roll call were Lynn Froke, Marlene Elko and Brenda Haviland. Donnie Boll, Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Cara Luke was absent with cause. 
Motion by Froke seconded by Elko to approve and adopt the agenda. Motion carried. The March 21, 2016 minutes were reviewed. On a motion by Haviland seconded by Elko the minutes were approved. Motion carried.
Mike Beaner, newly hired Humboldt City Utilities Manager, was welcomed aboard. Also, interested parties to serve on the gas board are encouraged to contact a board member or the finance office. 
Gas employees reported. Boll indicated that the gas training has continued the past few weeks and all qualifications have been reached pending some performance tests which will be conducted by Terry Hanson. The next  natural gas training session is April 29.  Meters were shipped for calibration to have available when needed.  Boll discussed natural gas accomplishments since the last board meeting.  A written record is on file with the board. 
Humboldt was on the agenda for the March 30, 2016 SD PUC meeting.   Humboldt presented to the PUC board. The meeting went well and no follow up information has been requested by the PUC. Full recordings of PUC meetings are available via their website. 
Past due and delinquent utility accounts were reviewed. Disconnect notices will be sent out based on policy and utility disconnects will be conducted on accounts that remain delinquent. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Siemonsma created a simplified spreadsheet of natural gas financials which was presented to the board. Board members liked the new way the information was presented to them. The board would however, like to see more detailed information on the Centerpoint billing.  More detailed financials will also be provided quarterly.  The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed.  Motion by Froke and a second from Haviland to approve all claims.  Motion carried. 
The board expressed interest  in meeting with the new Centerpoint rep. Elko volunteered to contact the rep, Brian Charlton, to check his availability to attend a board meeting this summer. Training topics will be discussed at the May board meeting.
South Dakota 811 board training has been completed.  New topic is forthcoming.
Next HNGB regular monthly meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 16, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. 
With no further business, a motion was made by Froke seconded by Elko to adjourn the meeting at 7:20pm. Motion carried.
