Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Humboldt natural gas board met in regular session on Monday, August 15, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. The meeting was called to order by President Brenda Haviland at 6:30 PM.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko and Brenda Haviland. Donnie Boll and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Amanda Siemonsma and Lynn Froke were absent with cause. Cara Luke arrived at 6:47pm making a quorum to proceed with the meeting.

Motion by Elko second by Luke to adopt the agenda.  Motion carried.  The July 18, 2016 minutes were reviewed.  On a motion by Luke seconded by Elko the minutes were approved.  Motion carried. 

Gas employees reported.  Mary Zanter, PUC, conducted an audit of the Drug and Alcohol  program.  Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma are to complete Supervisor Training to become aware on how to detect signs and symptoms of alcohol and drugs abuse.  Avera Hospital is designated as the facility for the Employee Assistance Program.  Kor Management Services, LLC company is designated to conduct random drug tests.  

Discussion occurred on the main line extension. Siemonsma is directed to send a letter to Harms Oil's requesting their attendance at the September meeting.  The board requested they also provide an estimated monthly usage to determine the feasibility of extending the main line.    Boll was requested to put cost estimates together for the main line extension.  The gas employees indicated that they have conducted numerous locates due to the sewer construction. The sixth street hit in August will also be paid by the natural gas board due to an inaccurate locate. Mike Beaner indicated he has started his OQ training.

The gas projection rates provided by Centerpoint were reviewed.  The board requested Elko contact Centerpoint and request another 6, 9 and 12 months projection for the next meeting.  The board would also like Centerpoint to provide actual rates for the past 2 years for the same time period.  Based on this information, the board will determine if they will lock in rates.  

The loss report was reviewed.  The board had questions regarding the August loss due to the reader not working in June. Havilland will discuss this report with Siemonsma and cover at the September meeting.  Centerpoint will be contacted to determine how they pulled the numbers for June for their billing purposes.

Past due and delinquent utility accounts were reviewed.

The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed. Motion by Elko to approve all claims.   Second by Havilland.  Motion carried.  Siemonsma is requested to provide the number of hours employee worked each pay period in future financial reports. The board will also move monthly board meeting in the event the Finance Officer is not available to attend the meeting.  Proper notice will be given to the public in the event this should occur.  

The board reviewed and trained on the Natural Gas Emergency Plan. The board will continue to review and finalize the emergency plan at the September meeting. Training continues on how rates are calculated for monthly billings.   The board will continue to conduct monthly internal audits of random customer accounts.  

The next HNGB regular monthly meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 19, 2016 at 6:30 PM.

With no further business, a motion was made by Haviland seconded by Luke to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM. Motion carried.
