Todd indicated that the price to purchase the requested firm capacity of 200 therms per day in the summer and 2000 therms per day in the winter would cost $196,204.  Todd advised that the extra firm capacity not be purchased as he had never seen that amount cost that much.  Elko motioned to not purchase the extra firm capacity, Ekle seconded.
