Humboldt Natural Gas Board Minutes 
The Humboldt Natural Gas Board met in regular session on Thursday, October 18th, 2012.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Harvey Shumaker at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Lynn Froke, Cara Luke, TJ Kaffar and Mike Shumaker. 
The minutes from the August, 2012 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Froke and seconded by Kaffar to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 
The financials and rates for July, August, and September were reviewed.  A motion was made by Froke and seconded by Luke to approve the rates and financials for July, August and September.  The motion carried. 
The contract extending emergency services with Northwestern Energy was reviewed.    The contract would extend Northwestern Energy’s Emergency Service Response to the Humboldt Municipal Gas Utility until December 31, 2012.  The extension was signed by the Town Board at the October 8th, 2012.  
Terry Hanson, Humboldt, Crooks and Garretson have been working with Q3 Contracting and Help Center in Sioux Falls to facilitate an agreement to take over a portion of the services that NorthWestern will no longer be providing. Contracts were submitted by both parties.   Q3 Contracting will be taking over the Emergency Services Response, all main extensions and service installations.  The Help Center will be issuing an 800 number to each gas utility individually for emergency response dispatching.  After discussion, a motion was made by Shumaker and seconded by Froke to recommend to the Town Board the approval of the contracts with Q3 Contracting and the Help Center.  The motion carried.

CenterPoint contracts and delivers the amount of Natural Gas the Town needs to the Town Boarder Station at Hartford through the Northern Natural Gas Pipeline.  The contract was sent to the attorney and she recommended that the contract be approved with an amendment indicating that the agreement is contingent upon the metering issue being resolved at the Humboldt TBS.  After discussion a motion was made by Froke and seconded by Luke to recommend approval of the contract to the Town Board with the amendment suggested by the Town Attorney.  The motion carried. 
With no further business, a motion was made by Froke and seconded by Luke to adjourn the meeting at 7:30 p.m. The motion carried. 
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
