Humboldt Natural Gas Minutes

The Humboldt natural gas board met in regular session on Monday, October 24, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall which was postponed from October 17th. The meeting was called to order by Vice President Lynn Froke at 6:02 PM.  Members present at roll call were Marlene Elko and Cara Luke. Donnie Boll, Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Brenda Haviland was absent with cause. 

Motion by Elko second by Luke to adopt the agenda.  Motion carried.  The September 19, 2016 minutes were reviewed.  On a motion by Elko seconded by Luke the minutes were approved.  Motion carried. 

Gas employees reported. Boll put together updated numbers on the cost of the line extension to Big J’s Roadhouse and Friendly’s. Friendly’s station uses all electric appliances and heat, therefore would not use natural gas. It would be possible, if the option were available, to hook to natural gas in the future. Big J’s currently uses propane and would be interested in converting all their appliances to natural gas should the cost point be kept low. Boll and Beaner will get the price estimates and monthly usages from Big J’s and invite him to attend the next meeting so the board could visit with him about the possible switch to natural gas. Humboldt Municipal Gas Utility would install the line in the right-of-way so the ownership would remain with HMGU. 

The loss report was reviewed. There is still some gas loss being recorded. Boll and Beaner will check the meter at the TBS station to check on the accuracy of the meter along with checking to see if the meter would need to be calibrated. The estimated cost of the calibration would cost around $300. A motion was made by Elko seconded by Luke to have the meter checked and calibrated. Motion carried. 

Past due and delinquent utility accounts were reviewed.

The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed. Motion made by Elko to approve all claims was seconded by Luke.  Motion carried.

The review was to ensure the billing was done properly and according to natural gas ordinances. The audit was completed with minor inaccuracies found. Review of the conversions and billing will continue to ensure the accuracy continues. 

The board continued review of the Natural Gas Emergency Plan. The board pointed out a few clerical errors in page numbers and table of context. Siemonsma will correct the errors and present at the next meeting for finalization and completion of the Emergency Plan training. 

The next HNGB regular monthly meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 21, 2016 at 6:30pm.

With no further business, a motion was made by Elko seconded by Luke to adjourn the meeting at 6:53 PM. Motion carried.
